Their greetings when they met were most
cordial. It is said in official circlee to-

day that the F'rench reply to the Oermsn
counter proposals is thoroughly satis-
factory. An agreement, il is slated,
has already been reached on a majority
of the points in dispute.

Oermany is hastening her answer snd
it will probably be ready by Monday or
Tuesday next. There will be some slight
modifications of the French text of the
new agreement snd then it will be only
a matter of drafting a treaty.

liONDnn. Sept. 10. There wasamarked
improvement in the stock market to-da-y.

owing to the indications of a peaceful
settlement of the Frsftco-Oerma- n dis-
pute over Morocco.

Optimism once more prevails. There
is no official news beyond the fact that
the F'rench Ambassador, Cambon. pre-
sented the reply of the French to Von
Kiderlen-Wachte- r. with whom he had a
long conference yesterday, and this is
practically all the real information that
has been given out since a week ago. to-

day. This condition, however, has not
prevented the publication during the
first half of the week of much supposed
detailed information which, lo quote
tho London Times, was "the hare asser-
tion of irresponsible writers."

Now. on the other hand, there seems
to be no reason to think otherwise than
that Oermany will accept the logical set-

tlement as inevitable. There may yet be
some delay, but for the present there
eeems no justification for a further war
scare. Undue delay in the settlement is
now the only danger, and France and her
allies, who are kept fully informed, are
doing everything possible to bring Ihe
negotiations to a head and, as far as in-

dications from Oermany go, with success
Paris, Sept. 10. The week has been

marked by the magnificent work of aero-
planes at the military manoeuvres in the
east of France. The manoeuvres centred
at Belfort, which was supposed to be be-

sieged by Germans as in 1870. The aero
planes enabled the F'rench relief army to
locste the every morning before
hostilities began. Thus the relieving
army was able to make rapid headway
and finally succeeded In relieving the
ga rrison.

The triumphs of the aeroplane were
all the more remarkable because the
ountry abounds in ravines and valleys
and is dangerous for airmen onaccount
of gusts of wind. The aviators, however,
accomplished feats of flying in bad
weather which would have been regarded
as impossible a year ago.

The Franco-Germa- n tension so filled the
officers and men with patriotism that the
manoeuvres were characterized with such
real courage and dare deviltry as are
usually seen only in war time. One
aviator damaged a wing by making sn
abrupt landing in his anxiety to deliver
reports at headquarters. He started to
make rough repairs and the village girls
assisted him by sewing the linen of the
damaged wing. The scout soared again
within an hour and delivered his de-

spatches. The General Staff examined
his machine and declared that the repairs
would not have lasted five minutes longer.
