A II negotiations with the represent at ives
of the striking tailors were declared off
yesterday by the committee of the Mer-

after a prolonged conference in the
Victoria Hotel The strike of the 10,000
w omen's waist and dress makers is now to
be fought to a finish

The employers repeatedly offered arbi-
tration of the demands in whole or in
part, but th" union committee turned
down every proposition, even olfsrs which
they hod made themselves and which
were accepted by he employers, the met -

chant s stuted afier t he conference,
This is probably the first time in the

.history of labor disputes that employers
have been vv:liun lo arbitrate demands,
and the union has not In all other cases
when a union has dei 'ired a strike the
refusal to arbitrate has 00me from the
employers

The merchant tailors say they are now
Convinced that if there are any con-

servative men among the leaders of this
strike they cannot control the others
They say they will not undertake to ne-

gotiate peace again The strikers apeak
of possible further negotiations

At Friday's conference progress toward
peace had been mads and if was thought,
at least by the employers, that all that
was to be done yesterday was to appoint
a chairman for the conference, which it

was understood was to be continued until
as many (siints in dispute were settled
as possible, all other sunts to be left
to arbitration This programme wan
however made Impossible by the labor
men. who rejected every proposition
of the employers.
