EIGHTS OF THE STATES.

neneetlen Inspired By the Action ef
the Uovrrnor In Conference.

To tbb Eoitob or Tbb The
assemblage of the Governors at their recent
conference. It Is believed, accomplished
three things: It finally eliminated the names
of Harmon and Wilson from the nomina-
tion for the Presidency; It secured the
hitherto doubtful election of a Republican
President, and It disclosed an organised
effort to revive the chief Issue of the civil
war. Are er are not the Constitution of
ths I'nlted States and the laws thereunder
paramount over conflicting constitutions
and laws of any and all States?

It will not do at this date for Harmon,
Wilson, Hadley, Aldrlch or any Governor
to declare that the right lo secede from the
I'nion was the only nueatioo involved in
that war and that that Issue la now merely
academic It will not do for a coterie of
Governors deliberately to organize an effort
to Impress (threaten or bulldoze) the Su-
preme Court.

It will not do for the Governors to revive
the theory that there are or can be any
State rights that Injuriously affect the United
States and t he nat ion at large, whose general
welfare is the supreme law.

It will not do for the Governors to declare
tha; only a State ran directly or indlrec.ly
regulate commerce within Its borders.
Injudicious exercise of that power by a
State would conflict with the power, right
and duty of the I nlted States to regulate
interstate commerce.

It should be remembered that the need
of that power waa the strongest factor ln
obtaining the adoption of Ihe Constitution
of 1787. Interference with the exercise of
that power would be a long step toward
removing the chief argument for a "more
perfect union." and would tend toward eaee
01 disintegration

There would cease to be uniformity, or
approximate uniformity, in regulation or
rates for railronds, for each Oovernor might
secure a different rate or regulation. The
last few decades by their laws and Supreme
Court decisions have definitely established
these principles secured by the result of the
civil war:

Secession is unlawful.
Htate rights are many, but all are strictly

local, and cannot be exercised In contra-
vention of the rights of the I nited States
as secured by the Constitution, nor to the
injury of snqther Stato.

Every clticn of a State Is also a citizen of
the paramount power, the I'r.ited States.

To the writer It Is not believable that the
action of the Governors' conclave will find
any onaiderable support among the people
for they cannot be willing to reopen any of
the mirations Involved In the civil war, nor
can they tolerate the theories of candidates
gone mad for votes.

No human Institution haa ever so pro-
foundly secured the reverence and esteem of
our people as the Supreme Court, the chief
safenuard of the right of the minority and
the very palladium of our liberties 11 is the

HINDI'S IN CANADA.

ClileaRo'a Religious Congress Said to
Have Started Their Immigration.

From lha Victoria Daily Times.
The present Hindu population nf Can-

ada numbers about 5,000, all men, for nn
women are allowed to accompany them to
Canada or to follow them after thry hav
arrived and settled. These are resident
entirely in British Columbia, and chiefly
in the cllie of Vancouver and Victoria
and on the farms ln the neighborhood,
where they are Industriously employed la
the many forms of manual labor for which
they appear to have both special adapta-
tion and desire.

I am indebted to Dr. plunder Singh, th
accredited agent for these people in Canada,
for the tatement aa to how the eye of th
Hindu were first turned toward America
and Canada and the first heglnning of
modern emigration from India were In-

spired. He sivs that the visit of Hindu
religious reformer to the great Parliament
of Religions which was held tn Chicago
In connection with the world' fair first
aroused these people to an appreciation
of the advantage of Occidental civil-
izations and democratic institutions. Ths
educational work carried on bv American
missionaries In the high school of Indl
alo prepared the way for a sowing of good
seed in a ready aoil, the fruitage of which
turned the eyes of educated Hindu toward
this new world. Kednomle conditions in
India furthered a movement of emigrant
to Canada in inor. when, and continuing
until i(K7, not a few came to this country.
