The following letter was written yes-
terday by William F. Sheehan to Chair-
men Cullen ami Foley of the legislative
Committees on Cities:

That the excellent legislative record of
the responsible maioriiy In th Senate sad
Assemhly may not Ire dimmed I suggest
that the final consideration of the new char-
ter be Postponed until ihe meeting of the
Legislature in January.

It mnv lie reasonably nssutpsd that the
Statute loverninj the city of New York
are susceptible of simplification und Im
provement. It seems apparent that there
is no prevailing public sentiment in favor
of the passage of the charter at this lime.
This may lax due to the fact that the people
bnv no! had time and opportunity to study
and understand t's full scope and purpose,

lication.

'That some of the opposition is traceable
to the activities and muchmations of or-

'Take, for Instance, the proposition that
the present Koatd of F'ducatlon, consisting
of forty-l- x memtters, he abolished in lavor
of a small board, some or nil of whom are
to receive substantial salaries, to which
there is stiuug opposition. I dm-- suy wo
have less politics in Hie conduct of
our schools than in the halcyon days of
iniiei cmleni. n administration.

believe as a tnln that public officials
ahould I paid substantial salaries, and the
principle, generally speaking, is sound that

smalt compact body of intelligent men is
more efficient thnn a large nnd unwieldy
body But we must remmtier the echool
question bristles with dnuger when the
peopl think it is being approached. sVen
indirectly, from n political point of view,
nnd for this renson 1 believe a more satis-
factory body of men will be found to set ve
ns inemliers of the Poind of Fdncatlon
without salary than will he obtained under
a salaried sys'em.
