Sullivan and the Hoey bills were opposed
by tho law and legislative committee
The Sullivan measure, it was pointed
out, might be all right for apartment
and tenenment owners in Manhattan.
but would be a great hardship to owners
in Queens The measure provides for
the reduction of one-hal- f of th'. taxes
on Improvements and an increase of
the land tax bv an eaual amount.

The Hoey hill, which was introduced
in tho last legislature, requires nil real
eatate contracts to be recorded This
would practically make it impossible
to continue in the sale of real estate on
contracts where monthly pavmetila are
accepted
