Il was noted thai in the hist report of
the bank II ,000,n00 had t be transferred
from i lie roserv e account m order to write
off bail investments of a speculative
nature which had been entered into hy
Ihe late manager Lu.alta Pasha The
money was taken from Ihe reserve

among British banking institutions within
a year Ihe first ia the collapse of the
nui'ing Cross Bank of London, an institu-
tion whoaa head were heavily interested
in promotions in (taap Province ot Que-
bec Canada More recently came Ihe
financial troubles of the Birkheck Bank,
a British Join! stock concern, which
threatened to inconvenience a number

The note, according to the best infor-
mation, demands guarantees of the
Porte against the recurrence of the events
complained of. including threatc against
Italian residents and the boycott of Italian
goods Such guarantees, it may safely
be credited, in the eyes of the Italian
Government OOnalM in the establishment
of some kind of Italian protectorate over
the province, possibly with the mainte-nenc- e
