Last night when the Fast Side
was starting out to get the air on Williams-
burg Bridge some of them noticed three
Italians, apparently laborers, who hung
around the street corner at Delancey and
Norfolk streets. Their feet were break-
ing out of their shoes, their clothes were
tattered, they were unshaven and their
hands and faces were grimy. But |he_vi
were not disorderly and nobody thought
to have a policeman drive them awayfrom
the corner.
