FF RASMUSSEN HAS NO HOPE,
NO ONE'HAS.

The Explorer Was in New York in 1008
Hefore Nalling to Try to Recover
Frichsen's Collections and Records
~Rasmussen Hegan Hunt In April.

Yesterday's news from Copenhagen
tbat Knud Rasmussen, who atarted in
April lnat for north Greenland to hunt
tar Capt, Ejnar Mikkelsen, has failed to
find him and haa given up trying tends
to eonfirm the belief of Arctic explorers
and their fireaide allies that the venture-
some and indefatigable Mikkelsen is dead.
If Rasmussen bellevea it it must be so,
the nrgument goes, for Raamussen is of
the sort that would never give up the
search if he saw the slightest chance of
SUCCRHE, \

Capt. Mikkelsen, who i personally:
known to New Yorkers because he came
to this city in 1908 after the Mikkelsen-
Leffingwell expedition had falled to find
the land that Mikkelsen belleved lay
pevond the “Unexplored Hea" to the
north of the American oontinent, sailed
from Copenhagen on June 20, 1809, to
attempt the recovery of the collections
and scientific recorda of the expedition
of Mylius Erichsen. Erichsen, after com-
pleting his survey of the coast of Gireen-
land in 1907, had perished with two com-
rades on his way back to the ship that was
to take him home. The body of Bronlund,
one of the party, had been found by search-
era from the ship, and in a bottle awung
from his neck waa Erichsen's map of the
coast of northeast Greenland.

The steamship Alabama, on which
the Mikkelsen party sailed, was wrecked
off the eastern coast of Greenland,}but
sverybody was saved and the party was
landed on Bhannon leland. There Mik-
keleen and his men stayed until 1910,
On March 3 of that year Mikkelsen and his
rachinist Iversen set forth with a sledge
once more, provisioned for only three
months. They purposed to reach the
furthest north attained by Erichsen,
hunting all the way for the records, and
then to travel westward along Peary
Channel to Lincoln Sea and follow the
west Cireenland coast down to Cape
York and thence south to the Danish
steamehip that was to await them. The
others of the party returned home. Since
then there has been no word of Mikkelsen
and Iversen,

As the months passed without news of
the wandering pair the friends of Mik-
kelsen in Copenhagen decided that he
miust have perished unlesa he had suc-
ceeded in reaching the natives at Cape
York, for his provisiona were not sufficient
to take him back to winter quarters on
Shannon Island. If he had reached Cape
York it was figured that he would take the
first summer steamship for home in 1911

But in July last that steamship got to
Copenhagen from Cape York ikkelsen
was not aboi nor had aught been heard
of him by the Eskimos of western
Greenland.

Meanwhile Rasmussen had started

north last April with sledges, bound for
north Greenland. In his search for Mik-
kelsen he gxpected to scout along the ice
tields as far as Peary Chaonel, at the
northernmost tip of the island. He hoped
to return to Copenhagen in August, but
evidently he kept up the hunt for his
Danish comrade longer than he had ex-
pected.

It was in 1808 that Capt. Mikkelsan, al-
ready a seasoned Arctic voydger, and
Erneat Leflingwell of 1llinois, after secur-
ing the approval of President Roosevelt,
#ot farth to seek the undiscovered con-
tinent or great archipelago which Mik -
kelsen thought must lie somewhere be-
tween the Pary Islands and Wrangel
Land off the Biberlan coast, or perhaps
just north of Alaska. Thev were backed
by the Duchess of Bedford, after whom
their ship was named, and by Baron
Rothschild, the Royal Geographical So-
ciety and the American Geographical
Society

Beyond Port Barrow 300 miles the
scnooner Duchess of Bedford was put
into the ice. While the explorers were
away on a sledging trip the ice pulled
the caulking from her seams and ruined
her. The party left her there and sledged
due north for 150 miles. They made
soundings through the ice and traced the
edge of the so-called continental shelf.
Scientific indications were that there
wig no land beyond the deep water,
hut Capt. Mikkelsen formed a personal
belief that the indications were wrong.
Ha hased his opinion as to the existence
of land beyond the “Unexplored Sea”
fartly upon the same evidenre that had
ied others to the same conclusion, namely,
the flight of birds in that direction.

On his way back to Beattle Capt. Mik-
kelgen found himself in another ship-
wreck. The steamshir Sarat ran
on a reef off Bushby Island and the -
sengers and crew had been lash to
the rigging for sixteen hours when they
were rescued,

It was Capt. Mikkelsen's bellef until
Peary's discovery was made that the
north pole would never be found. “For,”
he gaid, “it is impossible to carry the
neceseary scientific instruments owver
the ice on sleds, and without the proper
instruments observations are out of
the question and penetration to the farth-
et northisa wasted accomplishment.”
