Robert Mather, chairman of the West-
inghouse Elactricand Manufacturing Com-
pany, died yesterday morning at his home,
113 Fast Thirty-seventh street, of peri-
tonitis.

Dr. Helene Knabe was the most popular
woman physician i this city and the mur-
der has excited great interest in the medi-
cal profession. Those who were asso-
ciated with her say that she was a talented
woman, that she rose in spite of the ob-
stacles that would have discouraged
most men and that high honors woukd
have been hers in the profession

Miss Knabe was born in an obscure vil-
lage in Germany. Her firat ambition was
to come to this country and to get the
money she worked in the flelds and nearly
slarved to death, ro saving was she of
her little earnings. She at last}saved
enough to pay tor a steerage passage to
New York and from there she worked her
WAy to this city. When she reached here
#he took a place as a house servant and for
several vearsvdid Kitchen work in the
family of a physician whose hooks she
studied at night. She soon had money
enough to get her through a  medical
college though she worked for her board
in the kitchen of her employer and earned
a little money by doing scrubbing and
other jobs for the neighbors

Secretary Hurly of the State Roard of
Health, with which she got her first em-

loyment after being graduated from the
ndiana Medical College, says she wan a
skilled bacteriologist, pathologist and
physician. She had a scientific mind, he
#aid, and in her researches she was not
satisfled with anything but complete
answers to her queations. Her work was
thorough.

Dr. Knabe was ?radullﬂi from the In-
diana Medical College in 1904, and even
hefore her graduation she had become an
instructor in bacteriology and pathelogy
a1 the college. for which she received pay.
Previously she had studied under Dr
Vrank B. Wynne. For a year following
her graduation she was I charge of the
Jaboratory at the college and from that
positien she went 1o the State Board of
Health as assistant pathologist in the State
laboratory of hygiena. She did the firat
bhacteriological work that was done in the
newly created lahoratory. She remained
with the State Board of Health until No

vember 31, 1803, when she resigned to enter H

on the practice of inedicine for hersel(.

Dr. Knabe was assistant in physical
diagnosis in the Medical Collage of 1n-
diana in 1908, and since 1907 served in a
¢imilar capacily at the Bohhs Free lia-
pensary On January 1, 1809, Dr. Knabe
was elected a member of the faculty of
the Indians Veterinary (‘ollege, in whieh
she held the chair of parasitology and
hematology. She was the only woman in
the United States or Canada to hold a
jposition on the faculty of & veterinary
college While not specializing in the
work of her profession she had given con-
ridarable attention to the administration
of the pasteur treatment for prevention
of hydrophobia

Dr. Knabs was a member of the Syden-
ham Society of the Medical Collage of
Indiana and was ii1s secretary during the

In this way, it is under-
stood, Clarke, as the manager of the bank,
made himsalf llable for large losses.
