In one respect the Olympic games
have come dangerously near failing
of the purpose for which they were
revived. They do not make for a bet-
ter understanding and better friendship
among the nations of the earth, After
the last quadrennial contests, held in
London four vears ago, there was more
bad feeling between Englishmen and
Americans than there had been at any
tune smre the Venezuelan nlftiir.

Sober minded Atnet icans who attended
the Olympic games in London four
years ago and were not nltogether
carried away by their patriotic feelings
reall some incidents of that meeting
with regret. It is true we brought home
the linn's share of the palms and prizes
in spito of the holding. of archery con-
tests and such other mild struggles as
were found to boon the programme. Dm
over almost every important event in
the programme there was a contest of
some kind. Either the American com-
mittee raised objections over the award
of the prize to an Englishman or the
English committee protested over an
American's getting it. The rules were

The fact
is. they are the best winners in the
world, Hit at the same lime they are
the worst losers. This wa especially
true of the English (ommittee which
had direct supervision of the Olympic
games four years ago; it consisted
for th" most part of representatives of
heir loc al athletic association. Hut

the national committee which was
over them there wcro real sportsmen
ami gentlemen who wcro ready at all
times to take up any just grievance
presented by the Americans and see
that justice was done. Of this toward
the latter part of the contests thcAmer-ican- s

did not seem willing to take ad-

And the Velasquez! It is the portrait
of the inevitable Philip IV. of Spain, and
is entitled the "Parma Velasquez." It was
painti-- in lflif, therefore about sixteen
years preceding the death of the artist
and when his art was at its loftiest. The
color scheme, while not unusual to those
who have visited tho Prado Gallery, is
sufllclentlv unlikn the specimens of his
"Philip" in this country to ecito both
curiofity and admiration. And tu for tho
quality, there is but one phrase that fits It:
Velasquez at hi noblest. The catalogue
gives its pedigree, nnd it wiue specially
considered by the late Don Aureliano
Heructe. who to the regret of lovers of
Velasquez, died but a few days ago at
Madrid. There is no need of further
expatiating upon the jewelled art of this
Kuoedlor exhibition. The pictures will be
on view until January IT.
