Isabella Uoodwln, who makes periodic
excursions among tho palmists and fu-
turists In the interests of tho Polloe De-
partment, called on Delroy early this
month and says she was told things that
sho didn't like and what's more were not
true. She paid him IS and then went to
Chief Magistrate McAdoo and got out a
warrant for Dolroy'a arrest.

Delroy said that ho took her for a prim
little old maid, somewhat stllr. and that
ho gave an hour and a half of his time'
trvillc to mokn a woman nf hr. Mn
(loodwin remembered that ho hod told
ncr that she ought to break loose and
iorget nersotr onco in a while, ir she
Werx a mall hn would Miiinit in nmi.
sloual spree, but seeing that sho was a
woman she nt least should resort to high-ball- s.

Throtlch his Inwver Dnlrnv ttialaljwl that
lie was h firm enemy of psychic fakes
and that he had lectured in many of the

n Year Alimony. Let Along. 610,000.
Albert Gallatin Wheeler. Jr., who is

being sued for a reparation by Claudia
Carlstcdt Wheeler, a former comio opera
star, testified yesterday before Supreme
Court Justice Newburger that his income
has shrunk so that he can't pay his wife
M.rxio n year alimony, which his wife has
received pending the trial. Jle said he
had invested Ws9.000 in the firm of J. N.
rtus.xell.tCo.. but that had become SIIO.UOO,
end he has an accumulated indebtedness
of 1149,000 he must pay.

Mr. Wheeler said'that the firm's capital
was 'reduced, on January 1. 1910, from
$3,000,000 to $750,000 and his share of
$il(i,ono includes his Stock Exchange
seat, valued at $100,000.

Mr. Wheeler wants her nlimony in-

creased to $10,000 a year. Her husband
testified that he has had to get money
from his father to nnv his own living
expnnses. He got $2,000 recently, he
said, but most of It went to pay his board
at the Plaza. He said his Arm hadn't
made a success in heavy deals in Chicago
subway bonds. The court reserved
decision.

FIGHT IMMIGRATION BILL

New Yorkers Prepare Memorandum
Opposing Hestrletlons. '

Louis Marshall, Abram I, Elkus and Mas
J. Kohler of this oity, havo prepared a
memorandum in opposition to the pending
Immigration bill beforo the United State
Honate, ine onjections, summed up, are
to;

1 The indirect Imposition of a literacy
tent on all Immigrant through, a clause
excluding sll aliens not. eligible for natur-
alization under our laws, no apparent dis
tinction being made between eligibility for
admission to the country mid eligibility for
oltUenahip.

J. The exclusion of immigrants under IS
years of age and the probable exclusion of
women whose husbands are aliens.

3. Tho applying of the standards of the
Chlnoo oxchi'lon laws to all Immigrants,
leading to "unspeakable hardship and
oppression."

4, Tho compulsory reaulroinents of "cer-

tificates of admission and Identity," the
enforcement of which provision would cost
millions' of dollars apd retard the entry of
aliens Into Ois country and result In the
exclusion, through Ignorance of the statute,
ofhmiaands of worthy men and women.

This registration of immi
grants was vetoed by President Arthur
In 188J. The lltoraor test 'waa vetoed by
President, ClevoUnd in 1897 and la ob-

jected to by Secretary Nagol of the De-

partment of Commerce and Labor and
Oilier experts in iiiiiiiikuuuu.

Glasgow Councillor on Nubwaya.

Councillor Frarik I. Cohen, Master of
Works of Qlasgow, Scotland, who"Is on a
visit to this country, called at the City
Hall yesterday. Speaking of the results
of tho municipal operation of the street
railroads in his city, Mr. Cohen said that
the city derived a profit from them last
year of $250,000, There seemed tohlm to
bo no reason why New Vork, with Its
vast daily travelling population, could not
mako largo profits by municipal operation
or tho new suoways.

CABLE IS LOCATED

Lonesome Midway Islands to Be

Visited by Cable Kc- - ,
pair Ship.

2: PERSONS LIVE THERE

Not In Mention Cons, Donkeys and
Hcnr Cost of Hepnira Not

Abovo 8100,000.

Oeorge G. Ward, of
the Commercial Pacific Cable Company,
being asked in regnrd to the report
that a new cable costing $10,000,000
would have to be laid from San Fran-
cisco to China, Japan and the Philip-
pines en account of a brcaft In the
present cable, said:

"No, only a short section needs re
placing, und the cost of repairing will
not exceed $100,000. Our dellcatn elec.
trlcal Instruments tell us that the break
Is on the coral reefs which surround
tht two little Island called the Mid
way Islands, In the middle of the Paci-
fic, 3,608 miles from Ban Iranclsco and
4.2S7 miles from the Philippines. The
Midway islands constat of two strips
of land a few acres each, one called
Band Island or Western Island and tho
other Eastern Island. Band Island Is
the home of the cable station and Is
only three-quarte- of a mile wide and
a mile and n half long. No one Is there
except our little colony. It has no Gov
ernor or Mayor or HherlfT, Judge 'orJury; not even a constable. It Is a gov
ernment of laws without any machinery
to enforce the law. The United States
Government formerly had a few troops
mere, uui our colony aoesn t neca any
government. It consists of twenty-thre- e

persons, namely, our superin-
tendent and his wife; one chief opera-
tor and his wife, a doctor, cable opera-
tors and 'a few Inborers, two donkeys,
poultry and two cows, and Is law abid-
ing. We turned loose two canaries
some tlmo ago and they have Increased
to nearly a hundred and are wild and
all beautiful songsters. Five largo con-
crete structures with long balconies
house our colony and every modern
sanitary convenience Is provided, In-
cluding two large windmills. It Is a
thrifty colony, becauso there Is no
chance to spend anything. Magazines
nnd periodicals of all kinds are fur-
nished to the station by means of the
company's schooner, which sails from
Honolulu quarterly with the supplies
for the Island. This Is the only com-
munication with the outside world ex-
cept by means of the cable. The men
aro changed at Intervals.

"Wo originally' wished and Intended
to land our cable on the Marshall Is-
lands, southwest of the Midway Islands,
where there Is a settlement. Hut those
Islands nre owned by the Germans nnd
our Government wished our cable to
be an all American cable. So we com-
plied and went to tho desolate Mldwav
Islands, although this necessitated one
more station, at a cost of $57,000 n
year, thnn If we had gone to the Mar- -
snail Islands.

'However, we don't rmnnlnln. tv
merely explain that ll Is not our fault
mat tne caBio is broken. It was
broken by the coral reefs around Mid-
way chartng the cable until It parted.
These .coral reefa preserve the Mid-
way Islands by breaking tho wild sens.
without them the first tynhoon would
wipe the Midway Islands off tho map.
As soon ns the break occurred wo or-
dered our cable repairing ship er

to put to sea, and she stenmed
put of Seattle on February 14. and
should arrive at Midway by March 1,
me uistance ucing 3,3s miles, and will
soon make things all right again."

MRS. JOHNSON TO FIGHT.

Won't Leave City Federation, hut Will
Combat Hulfrage Within.

Mrs. Hosslter Johnson, who save out
a statement Inst Frltluy to the effect
that sho would take tho Guidon Htudy
eltil), of which she Is president, out of
the New Vork City Federation of
Women's Cluhs becatixt tho deleicatcs
to the federation convention passed n
resolution IndorsInK woman HtiffraRc,
announced yesterday afternoon that
she had changed her mind.

"I have learned within tho past two
or three days," she explained, "thatmany of tho suffragists In the federation
agree with me, and 1 have determined
to stay In and brine the matter to a
definite Issue. I shall demand that that
reeolutlon be rescinded at the snrlnc
convention of the federation."

Mrs. William Grant Hrown,.tho pres-
ident of the "City Fed," was In the
midst of a Kamo of auction when a Hun
reporter told her of Mrs. Johnson's ulti-
matum.

"I'm awfully sorry," said Mrs. Urown,
"but I really can't remember just what
Mrs. Johnson would have to do to Ret
a special meetltiR of tho 'Fed.' As 'far
as I'm concerned I haven't had a thins
to do with a resolution since the con-
vention adjourned."

John Francis Ynwirer. chairman of
the resolution commltteo of tho "Fed,"
gave out the exact wording of the
mooted resolution last' night to Tub
Sun. It reads as follows:

Wherens the House joint resolution to '

amend tlio.Kedersl Constitution to enable
women to vote In the United States is now
In the Committee on the Judiciary of the
House of representatives, and

Whereas we bellave that the ballot In
the hands of women Is the only permanent
method of stopping the vile exploitation
of women and girls In white slavery,

Whereas we believe that the O.non.ono
women engaged in gainful occupations
need the ballot for their well being quite
as much as do the men of this country, nnd

Whereas we believe that a truo democ-
racy must give Its entire adult population
the right to control the conditions under
which the people of tho nation must live,
be It

resolution No. 108, and to do all In your
powsr to help t IV tbe women of this nation

A bill In the Assembly containing a
clause to increase tho pay of the Super-
intendent to $10,000, which had been
eliminated, was advanced to third read-
ing and then recommitted to tho Insur-
ance Commltteo for tho purposo of re-

storing the Increase, all opposition to Mr
Emmet and his salary raise being with-
drawn.

The Senate nlso confirmed the nomina-
tion of Joseph J. O'Connell of Brooklyn
to be Health Officer of tho Port of Jew
York to succeed Dr. Alvuh H. Doty for a
term of four yenrs nnd an annual salary
of $i:,6oo. Dr. 0'Conncll was not as-

sured of his job, however, until after one
Democrat, Senator Frnnklin D. Itooso-ve- lt

of Dutchess county, nnd several
Senators attaoked tho nomina-

tion. i

Senator Hoosevelt Insisted that Dr.
O'Connell, while a competent physician
in his own line, was a specialist on nervous
diseases. He read the law, which pointed
out that tho Health Officer or the Portof
New Vork 'should be familiar with all
((uarantlnable diseases and Senator Hoose-
velt said Dr. O'Connell lacked this and
other essential qualifications.

Wonderful and Colorful Pictures nt the
Durbar at New York Theatre.

The last word in movine pictures was
apparently said last night at the New
jork Theatre, whero the hmemscolor

Company preeenled scenes from tho
recent Indian Durbar uhd its accom-
panying ceremonies. These pictures give
a new idea Of what moving pictures can
be. They are ns far ahead of the corona-
tion pictures, the first offering of this
company, as those wero of the common or
garden varioty of "movie,"

They produce not only the color, the
brillance, the light nnd the motion, but
tho very atmosphere Itself;-- - It-t- ts. safe
to sny that u comparatively small
number of the people who were present,
at the real Durbar got as good n view and
as good an idea of the actual ceremonlea
as wilt the eop!e who see them from the
theatre chair.
