YUAN SHIH KAl PRESIDENT.

1. 8. Diplomats the Only Foreign Repre-

sentatives at Swearing In at Pekin.

Special Cable Despaiches lo THR SUN,

PekiN, March 10.—-Yuan Shih Kai was
sworn in as President of the provisional
Republic of China at the Wai Wu Pu, or
Chinese Foreign Office, this afternoon.
The delegates from the Nankin assembly,
a number of provincial representatives
and other prominent persons as well as
the SHecretaries and Military Attaché
of the American legation were present
at the ceremony. The other foreign
legations were not represented.

Yuan made an avowal of loyalty to the
republic which was supplemented by an
oath that he would retire when a perma-
nent President was chosen

Extreme simplicity was the keynote
of Yuan's inauguration. His declaration
waa very brief and may be translated:
*Since a republic has been founded there
§8 much work to be done. 1 will try
faithfully,to develop the republic, remove
the disabilities of absolutism, observe the
constitutional laws, develop the country's
welfare, and bind the five races of the
nation strongly together. When the
National Assembly appoints a permanent
President 1 will retire.

“l swear this before the Chiness re-
public.”

It was noticeable that the Nankin dele-
gates who were foremost in the large
assembly wore European dress. This
vontrasted strangely with the native
costumes of the old dignitaries whose
manner was most solemn.

After Yuan had taken the oath Tsi
Yuan Pei, a leading Nankin delegate,
marde a brief addresa to the new President
‘who read his reply.

Then two Grand Lamas in yellow robes
presented President Yuan with two
golden Buddhas covered with the cere-
monial cloth called the hata. The pre-
sentation was equivalent to offering hom-
age to the supreme earthly chief.

Yuan removed the hata and placed it
around the necks of the Grand Lamas,
thereby rignifying the sovereignty of
China over Tibet., The Chinese news-
papers were numerously represented at
the ceremony for the first time in history.

MONOPOLY OF RADIUM.

Austrian Governmentl Gels Possesslon of

Mines at St. Joachimsthal.

WasHiNoToN, March 10. - United States
Consul W. L. Lownie at Carisbad, Austria,
reports that the Austrian Government
has obtained possession of the world's
known supply of radium. In his report,
mede public by the Burean of Manufac-
tures, he sava:

“According to a statement which ap-
pearad recently in ihe Austrian press
the Government has bought the oniy
two radium mines at St Joachimsthal
that were owned by privete individuals,
The price is said 10 be 3.000,000 crowns
($800,000) for the two mines, Sachi sche
Edelleutestollen and Hergotiszeche

“During the last four years many ef-
forts have heen made by various financial
institutions of Germany and France to
purchese these deposits of pitchblends.
It is estimatad tha' the two mines will
annually vield about three grems (gram
0.08527 avoirdupois ounce) of radium and
2,000 kilos (kile 2.2048 pounds) of uranium
(saltey, the lztter volued ot $30,000.  Their
purchase by the Austrinn Government
givea it precticelly & monopoly on the
radium output of the world, and it is
claimed that the ennue! production will
be five grams (valued ot $100,000) &% soon
as the tectory at Joachimsthal is in full
operation, using the ore from the mines
recently  aequired in addition to that
taken from the old silver mine which has
bieen the source of supply

“A% a furiher aid to the developmeni
of Joachiinsthal as & resort Por the treal -
ment of diseate by radium the Govern-
ment has planned in connection with
Haxony for the extension of the railroad
through the Keilberg to Weipert to con-
nect with 1he Saxon lines. The project
involves the construction of about forty
kilometers of railroad and & tunnel three

kilometers long under the Keilberg,

(Op-
timisf expect much from the conferences
which are on the week's programmae, but
the overwhelming opinion is that the
strike will continue another month at
least in South Wales, The miners of
Northumberland and Derbyshire aleo are
sftill determined to give in to nothing
lewa than the scheduled minimum wage.

The industrial upheaval goes from bad
to worse. Trains in the rural districts
of Northumberland and Cumberland have
ceased rinning.  Railroads from the east,
weet and northeast are almost stopped.
Half the staff is suspended and the other
half working only three days a week

In the Mold district families are stary-
ing. Looting has begun, and the stealing

are common.

Father Bernard Vaughan, the English
Jesuit, the chief speaker, made a strong
plea for a rally to faith and a determined
stand against Socialism. He aroused
great enthusiasm by wmaving that the
Catholie Church is the strongest opponent
of Sociali=m and the only breakwater
agaiost ite rising flosd. The whole con-
course of diners, sapread through the
north and the east ballrooms, rose and
cheered when the priest fluished. His
modern aggressive tone was echoed by
the epeakers who followed him.

Jusee Victor J. Dewling told the
Knights about the $100,000 monument to
Christopher Columbus which Congress is
erecting in Washington.

Referring obviously to the Brandt
case he criticited a public intereat which
was attracted, as he raid, not 1o the ne-
cessity of preserving the sanctity of the
home bhut to the effect which any action
would have upon possible Guhernatorial
contests, And he Lerated a Mayor who
oould not Le aatisfied with silence and
sent a communication to the Governor
which almost brought the writer into
contempt of court

When Father Vaughan entersd the
hanquet hall there was an outburst of
applause which redoubled when the toast-
master presented him as one about whose
opinions there could be no doubt. “It
is not neceasary lfor him 1o throw his hat
into the ring,” averred Justice Dowling,
“that is its permanent place.”

-Suzanne Bernard,
a nineteen-year-old girl, who was qualify-
ing at Ftampes to-day in a third test
for an air pilot's license, fell with her
biplane a distance of 120 feet and was
thorribly erushed.

The young woman had gone through
the firat two tests in the most succcssful
manner. She showed such intrepidity
in these testa that her companions urged
her to be more prudent and to make the
turns always to the left. She disregarded
this advice, and in addition to steering
carelessly made the turn to the right.

Mille. Bernard took up aviation last
September.

Miss Bernard had frequently gone
up with other aviators as a passenger
She also displayed marked aptitude in
fixing the numerous parts of an air ma-
chine and tuned up motors o the admira-
tion of the mechanics who witnessed her
work

There have been but few women injured
on the aviation fleld. Until vesterday's
accident there was but one killed; two,
however, fell to the ground in planea
from heights great enough to cause serious
injuries,

Miss Denise Moore was the first woman
to pay for flying with her life. Miss Moore
was an American girl residing in Algiers.
In the summer of 1911 she became a pupil
of aviation at Henry Farman's school
at Mourmelon, France. Within three
woeks she mastered the science of flying
enough to apply for trials for her pilot's
license. The attempt for the license was
made on July 21 of that vear, /

The French law requires throe flighta
before the candidate can gel a licenss,
and Miss Moore had made two success-
fullv. On her third attempt she ma-
noeuvred her plane successfully and
brought it back above the starting point,
when something went wrong and the plane
dropped to the ground, a distance of 120
feet. Miss Moore was instantly killed.

The Baroness de la Roche, the first
woman in the world to learn flying, was
badly hurt at Reims July 8, 1810. She had
been flying for eight months successfully
and had had thrilling experiences in the
air, all of which she negotiatad success-
fully. At the time she was hurt she wasr
seventy-five feet in the air when twoother
aeroplanes approached her on either side.
They were travelling faster’ than she
and were about to overtake her. The
Baroness lost her nerve, was seen to let
go the wheel and do something to the
engine, which stopped suddenly. The
aeroplane dropped to the ground and the
Baroness was shockingly injured. She
recovered, however. She used to be a
show girl. ‘

But one other accident to a woman
is recorded. Mrs. Drainscourt while
making a flight at (ssy on Mareh 9, 1012,
dropped from a great height and was
badly injured. o

HYDROPLANE IN THE SEINE.

PARACHUTE MAN NEAR DEATH.

Berry's Umbrella Falls Faster Than He
Does From Aeroplane,

the first man to make a parachute jump
from an aeroplane, narrowly escaped a
fatal fall when he leapsd from a biplane
plloted by Antony Jannus at Kinloch

Casmeripce, Mass., March  10.—The
