The Little Jose's Funnel and Masts
All of Her That Is Above
the Water.

Fog obliterated things afloat in the
East River early yesterday morning from
everybody on the piers and the holds of
vessels taking on cargo were almost as
dark as at night. The Norwegian steam-
ship José, a little fruiter chartered by the
United Fruit Company, had discharged
the bananas she brought up from the
West Indies and was loading at Pier 15,
East River, a cargo of gasolene and kero-
gene. Down in the hold where the derrick
swung cases of kerosene in slings there
was a foreman with a lantern directing
the stowing of the cases. One of the
cases containing 100 gallons of oil slipped
from the sling and smashed on the hottom
of the hold. The foreman in getting out
of the way dropped his lantern and in-
stantly the hold was aflame and all hands
scrambled up the steel ladder to the deck

Capt, Rasmussen and his crew stretched
the ship's hose and made an effort to
subdue the fire, while a watchman turned
in an alarm from the pier. Deputy Chief
Delaney came with shore apparatus, and
the fireboats New Yorker and Zophar
Mills attacked the blaze from the river
The hatches, all of which were open, were
soon belching smoke and flame like the
cratera of volcanoes. It was decided to
pull the José out into the stream to save
the pier property and other vessels in
dock near by.
