A jinx is something
which brings bad luck to a ball player,
and the members of the profession have *
built up a series of lucky and unlucky
omens that should be catalogued, yet |
all ball players seem to know them in- |
stinctively. And besides the common |
or garden variety of jinxes many stars
have a series of private or pet and trained
onea that are more malignant in their
forms than those which come out in the
open.

A jinx is the child of superstition, and
ball players are among the most super-
stitlous persons in the world., notwith-
standing all this conversation lately
about educated men breaking into the
game and paying no attention whatever
to the good and bad omens.
