Technieal Position of Market
Has Weak Points,

Straggling llquidation was the chief fea-
ture of the cotton market yesterday and
prices worked off with a net decline of 12
ta 16 points,  British coal strike news
was unfavorable. There wore disturbing
rumora concerning the European political
situation, and the weather in the South
was generally falr, with a prospect of
continuing so for geveral days. The Hous-
ton and Galveston spot markets declined
one-eighth,

For some time past the cotton market
has been a purchase on bearish news and
a sale on bullish news. This resulted from
the tactics of the bull cllque, who took
advantage of the hard spots to lighten
thelr loads and were forced to come In
and support on the breaks. On Thursday
of last week the weather was bad enough,
even In the opinion of the chroniec bears,
to cause a sharp advance, The bulls,
however, supplied all the contracts that
were wanted,  With the news generally
bearish yvesterday It was belleved that
the bulls would again come to the rescue
af the market and put prices up.  Sup-
port was not forthcoming, however, and
kome of the trallers who reealled the heavy
selling by the bull leaders on last week's
unfavorable weather news began to get
a little nervous over the manner in which
the market sold off,

The news from the British coal strike
was disquieting, to say the least. It s
rxpected that some legislation will be
rushed through Parllament, but as the
Alsputants in the case have a little in-
itlative, referendum and recall of their
own .t remalns to he seen whether miners
and mine ownpers will accept the legia-
lative flat and resume the production of
fuel for the United Kingdom or keep on
wrangling until paralysis takes posses-
aion of British Industries.

Aside from an unfavorable technical
position and the uncertainty regarding
the coal strike the cotton market is be-
lHeved to be in a sound position. A\ great
deal of new crop contracts have been
bought by Southern speculators under the
influence of bad weather. With a week
of sunshine and warmth it is belleved that
much of this cotton will be for sale, It |
is casy to see, therefore, how a stiff reac-
tion might occur from speculative ligul-
dation. It Is not belleved that such a
decline would extend very far, as there
can be many a crop scare even before
planting is fully completed, to say noth-
Ing of summer uncertainties,

Trade in America continues on a big
broad scale, with probably a large vol-
ume of business passing than at any
time since the big textile boom of 1907.
The South holds its cotton very firmly
and spot merchants have no difficulty in
obtaining thelr prices for practically all
grades. The Census Bureau on Wednes-
day morning will make its report on the
total amount of cotton ginned for the
season. It is expected to show some-
where around 16,000,000 bales.
