To keep Ktlll until they linvw found out
something more about tho boml sent to
Judge RoHftlnky on Saturday is tlio present
policy of tho police. Judge HonaWty
pent tlin day on the bench hcarliiK the

case or Jacob Cohen, who wan charged
with poisoning florae on tho East Side
and wan wild by tho police at tho time of
hi arrest to bo ono of a gaog of horso
poisoners. Tlio Jury dinngreetl, utandlng
8 to 4 for conviction. The Judge wild that
he had as little Idea an any one who had
ient him the bomb, but that he didn't
accept the police theory that It wan the
fame person who had wnt the bomb that
killed Orace Walker last reuruary.

Thero wan an air of expectancy at
Tolice Headquarters all day an If an
arrest might bo mods in the immediate
future. But a nowspapcr story that
nuoted the Deputy Commissioner as
harinc sold that ho thought the man who
sent tho bomb was "one known to publlo
life" so disgusted him that after a healed
conference with Commissioner Waldo in
which he disowned saying anything so
absurd ho announced that he was done
talking.

He o.imo out of Headquarters to climb
Into his automobile yesterday afternoon
and waved a hand at the reporters much
in tho present fashion of a former Polico
Commissioner.

"Nothing to say," he said, "absolutely
notlilng. See tho Commissioner."

Commissioner Waldo said tliat he
wouldn't talk about the case until "the
Investigation is finished."

It la known, however, that besides the
scoro of sleuths who aro hunting up
various ends of the case tho Commissioner
has four men at work on something that
may turn up an arrest. He is unshaken In
his belief that the man who sent the Judgo
the bomb and the man who made tlio
bomb that killed Grace Walker are one

' and the same. It was said at Head
quarters tliat men had been sent to Sing
Hing to see if they could learn from any
of the prisoners there of any one whom
Judgo Ilosnlsky may have sentenced and
who may have Iiarbored a grudge against
the Judge. The police too, it was said
were looking up men now at liberty who
had been sentenced by Judge Rosalsky.

Judgo Rosalsky left his apartments
where tho splintered table top in the
library and the holes in the walls and
celling are untouched so far, and came
down to the Criminal Courts Building
in the subway with n detective trailing
him to hear the case of Cohen, a little
fellow charged with poisoning a horso
belonging to Cohen, Rich Cohen of 14

Hamilton street on January 5. Kant
Side horso dealers have lieen Ixithered
a long timo by the ofrationa of a gong
of hone (toisoners. Lewis Blumenthnl,
a blacksmith, of 55 Rutgers street, was
shot and killed on January 22. the day
before he was to appear as a witness
against Charles Vitusky, on expressman,
who was nevertheless convicted and Is
now serving time under sentence pro-
nounced by Judge Rosalsky. As soon as
the Judgo appeared on the bench yester-
day the court attondents became unusu-
ally active and shooed away thum who
came to loiter round the doors of the court
room.

While the jury in the Cohon case was
out the Judge came from his lench to
talk to reporters. Ho said that he hnd
reoelved many threatening letters re-

cently whllo the Brandt case was in the
DSWspapcrH. Theso letters, he wild, in
view of tho recent developments, he will
turn over to the polico. Homo of them
showed that their writers had more edu-
cation than is usual with mioiiymoiw
letter writers. Some of them, he mild,
were typewritten. Tho address on the
packago of the loinl was typewritten
and the Judge is going to let the police
find if there is any similarity.

The Judge does not ImsIIhto that the
sending of the bomb had anything to do
with the horse poisoning cases. Thero
would be no reason for any one mixed up
in that case to send him a lomb, said the
Judge. He was insistent in his statement
that ho couldn't see any connection

the tomb he got and that sent
to Grace Walker.

"The motives are not the same.'satd he.
"Tlio motive in this caso is a fancied
grievance if some kind. I know of no
ono who could have a grievance strong
enougn against me to senu me such a
machine."

The Judge did not go lack on the bench
until just before 0 o clock when the jury
that was trying Cohen jcame in and said
that it couldn't agree,

The police were interested in the work
done hv David I. Kellv. head of tho bureau
of combustibles, who had what was left
of the bomb in his laboratories at the foot
of Kast Sixtv-sixt- h street vesterdav.
Mr. Kelly says that the lxmh was made
hy a ilcHled mechanic. tie said that
in all tho timo he had handled bombs he
had never seen so fine a piece of work
from a technical stanpdolnt and he agrees

. with Commissioner Dougherty that there
Is enough similarity between this bomb
and tho one that killed Orace Walker to
make it a most reasonable conjecture
that they were made by the same man.

DR. MARY WALKER ILL

Pneumonia Apprehended She Hays She
Is Only Very Tired.

Dr. Mary E. Walker, tho woman who
has insisted for years on her right to
wear man's garb, becamo somowhat
weaker yesterday from the bronchial
attack from which she Is suffering. She

nt tho Presbyterian Hospital and is

under her own care. Mrs. Nolllo 11. Van
Slingerland, who Im associated with her,
said last night that alio Is In a very norlous
condition and is not likely to null through.

Yesterday morning Dr. Walker was
able to walk about her rcom a little, but
yestorday afternoon , when Mrs. Van
Hlingcrianu went to me nospiini, sue was
ton weak for a time ovon to talk.

Dr. Walker lias always sunereu more or
loas from lirnnchial trouble and on her
trip last weok to Albany to go nororo
tlm Assembly Judiciary Committeo in
the Intercut of woman suffrage she
catnzht a sevcro cold. Pneumonia is
apprenenuea.

"Iate this afternoon, after I had been
with Dr. Walker for some time." sold
Mrs. Van Slingerland, "she suddonly
said that she was not III. but was Jut very
tired and had como to the hospital for
rest. Mho wanted to dress and go to a
hotel. But of course sho was not able to
do that. Sho was so weak that she could
hardly chango her position in bed."

SAYS DISEASE MAY BE

SEPTIC SORE THROAT

Dr. William II. Tark Makes a Guess
as to tho Nature of the

Raltlmoro' Epidemic.

A dcaputch from Maltlnioro printed
in Tut: Ht'N yesterday wild that physlcliuii
bad ntlviaed tlio publlo to boll all milk
until nn epidemic of "u peculiar throat
dloease now prevalent in that city lias
subsided. The diseusu was described as
somewhat nlmilar to tonsilltis but more
persistent. More, throat is accompanied
by a swelling of too glands of tho neck
Many patients have been seriously ill
and some have died.

Dr. William H. Turk, director of tho
research laboratory of tho Now York
Department of Health, said yesterday
that ho suspected tho dNcaso to bo septic
soro throat. It was epidemic In Hoston
last summer, and among -- ,'too cat.es thcro
wero about fifty deaths. Outbreaks of
the same nature have beou reported
from Europe in recent years. Tho only
American visitation that Dr. Park knows
of, besides the one In llotoii nnd possibly
tho present trouble in Haltimore, occurred
in a Hudson River town six years ago.
Dr. Park remembers tho Husdon JUver
epidemic, as he was called in to locate
tho source of the disease.

He found several patients or a private
school suffering from infectious soro
throat and u rash coniuirnbIe to the rash
of scarlet fever. None of tho pupils
who lived at their homes was sick. Tho
ailment was confined to those who boarded
at the ttchool, half of whom had become
111 on the day before ChrUtmas. Dr.
Park, havfni! eliminated in hit mind
every possible entie except the milk
Blipply, went to the dairy that supplied
the school, inspected the cows Mid found
one that also had a ladcuse of sore throat.
The cow was killed and there wruruo more
illness nt the school. All ot thoo whotiuu
caught the Infection recovered.

"In Boston last summer," said Dr.
Park, "the source of the epidemic; of
sept la Kore throat was found to be a dairy
whose methods ana the best and milk the
cleanest of all those which supply tho
city. The sure preventive is pasteuriza
tion, as soon as ii wu.h generally nuopteu
tho enldenilo was ended, but llfly of the
.'.ooo persons whom it Involved died,"

Neither iJr. 1'ark nor Health commis-
sioner Krnst J. 1ederle has heard of any
present epidemic of septic pore throat
in or near this city I)r Park said the
experience of RoMou, Haltimore and
tne inmson niver-iow- oniy neipeu to
prove that all milk for human consump-
tion be pasteurized, no matter
what other precautions ure taken to
insure purity

i jr. rarK saia mat in mxeao ami oiner
towns there have been epidemic of
throat trouble accompanied by swelling
or the neck glands; but ho called that
uftliction glandular fever and suid that
its germs roamed through the air nud
not in milk. Septic soro throat Is be-
lieved to have u bacillus different from
the microorganisms that cause other
kinds of sore throat, but it has not yet
been detlnitely identified.

IlALTiMoitK, March It). That from
fifteen to twenty persons in Baltimore
have died from the new diseaso of the
throat was the statement made y

by Dr. Hugh H. Young, president of the
fedical and Chirurgical faculty.

SJln the laboratories physicians are
working with test lulu and modern io

appliances isolating the germs,
pending a conference of leading doctors.

Dr. oung stated thoreliad been more
than a hundred cases of the disease in
Baltimore, Dr. Leonard K. Hirschlierg,
chairman of the committee of tho Na-
tional Association of Medical Research,
which it investigating, thinks the mor-
tality is ulxut 15 per cent., which is higher
than with a few exceptions of nlmost
any other disease. Tho State Board of
Health also is Invest ieatlne the cause
of tho disease.

Tho symptoms are sore throat, swelling
of the glands of the throat and neck worse
than mumps, then poisoning of the whole
system.

HEALER CALLED HIS

WIFE A POISONER

Mrs. Lenntler Whipple Tuts In
His Letter in u Separa-

tion Suit.

TOLD HER SHE .MUST GO

Ho Hits Horn Ilcnllng hy Mull and
Telegraph for the IjisI

till Years.

The complaint In a suit for reparation
againot Leander Edmund Whipple of 10

Hast Sixty-sixt- h street, who called him-
self a metaphysician and mental hoalrr,
was Med yesterday by Mrs. Hattlo K.
Vhlpplu with letters" written by her

husband accusing her of trying to poison
him. She says that Whipplo .lias nn
income of $20,000 a year and that he has
driven her from his home, so that she is
compelled to sue for support.

.She yaxA u member or the Fairlianks
family of Southboro, Mas.., when she
married in 1884. .She alleges that in 1800

her husliaud installed In his house us
housekeeper and secretary Mrs. Kllzu-let- h

Stephenson and put her in authority
over his wife, who was compelled to re-

main in her room, while her husband and
Mrs. Stephenson had the uso of the
library. Last summer, she says, he
rent her to the home of her relatives in
.Southboro, while he and Mrs. Stephenson
went to the summer homo of Mrs.
Stephenson's brother, Ellsha Flagg, at
Shelter Island. Sho says ho told her
that his absociation with Mrs. Stephen-Bo- n

was essential in his success as mental
healer and metaphysician.

Besides accusing her of trying to
Kisou him Mrs. Whipple alleges her

husband has to put her In an
asylum n Insane. She offers this letter
of his:

I have been carefully cnni!lfrinc affairs
between u, and especially a reB.inN occur-
rences shortly before you went away last
July. Certain circmintaiices that nroo '

at that time, and with which you nro
thoroughly convernuiil. o to hIiow tliat
nhorlly before rou left hre I lecelved a
ilangerom doo of a deadly poison, evl- -
dently admlulitered .with the Intent of Homo a
ono to destroy my life. Tho main faqlx
niul clrcumstancea. .1 we 1 as others that
hnvo happened at times and in various
ways during my close, and careful Investi-
gation, all lead to tho Inference that you.
were the person that placed the poison
In my way. In consideration of such actual
facts as are before mo I can reach no other
possible conclusion and I now bellevo it
to bo so.

I have been very thorough, careful anil
serious minded about It throughout the
investigations. Knowing tho gauge of your
mentality as I do 1 can easily see how
you might have been deluded to do this, and
1 am exceedingly sorry for you hi all ways.
I cannot, howover, talto any moro chances
In such lines, I hehevo that you are under
tho advice and Influence, of persons of
wrong Intent, and thorefoie, that you are
a menace to the houkohold, 1 havo there-
fore, after deliberate thought and under
nuthorlta.Uo advice, determined that under

i

no circumstances whatever can I consent
to live longer under the same roof with
you. Kor many leasons which you also
know It Is manifestly Impossible for us
to agreo or live comfortably together.

The laws of this Ktato do not retnilro a man
to either llvo with his wife or to allow her
la his home. They require only support
In essentials, and this I shall give to the
extent that I am able whllo you remain with
your own family and In Houthboro, which
Are your natural and right surroundingH
for your health, comfort and safety. Now
you pack up all your effects and return
to your family or I shall tako such steps
as I may be advised by capable authorities'
In such matters, with whom I nm now In
consultation, to safeguard my life and my
liberty.

Tho physicians consulted havo all agreed ,

as to the character of tho poison admini-
stered; and the lawyers nil agree as to the
serious Infraction of tlm law that has been
made. I have tecelved most competent
advice, both medical nnd legal, My de- -
cisiou is final, 1 will endeavor to a r run go
with Charles Fulrbanks to recelvo money i

for you each month, but I will have no
further direct communication with you
at any time. It will bo usoless for you lo j

reply to this letter. Act on II at once and
go, It Is final, and I will not confer upon it,
I consider thut you have forfeited all moral
rights in this matter,
