Asqulth Ministry may 'not he nhle to cope
with the trouble and 11 coalition of the
malcontent of other partlen may bring
about the downfall of the present Cabinet.
This would add further complications wid
delay to a situation that tuts already be-

come well rtlgh Intolerable. It was not
"urprlnlnsr. therefor", that Liverpool

should have shown a reactionary
tendency. The wonder Is that the decline
did not extend further.

Cash Sales Made at Better Than 1.1 ('ruts
Kuropeaii Demand I'inbiiled.

K sale of electrolvtlc copix-- r nude late
yesterday afternoon tit 15 cents cnh New
York lor export in June placed the inetul
111 this instance at 15', cents a pound.
Till" price was bv no means general, but
previous UggiriN me! the. general U'lvume
and were able to book ordeis at 15 i coin
without tumble.

On Wednesday ulleruoou t lie impression
became ratbur general thul the entile trudd
had mimed 15 cents. Theie wem olTeiiugs,
however, bv producers at Is', cents in the
fuco of 15 tent Hules and In one or two In
stances these offeiiugs held utrr until
yesterday morning.

It was quickly seen bv those making
concessions on the previous day thut a
better price could be seemed and tonse-quentl- y

top prices were met all aioiiud.
American consumeis lost their chance to

book ahead on cheap copper six months
ago, when the metal wa hovering near 12

cents a pound, But It was nothing new, for
tills policy from time immemorial has beeu
pursued by the domestic users of the metal.
It is no secret In the trade that on a falling
market It would be almost Impossible to
give copper away, while on an advance
the manufacturers invariably scramble
over each other In their hurry to secure
requirements before the market had gone
up too much. At 12 rents copper looked too
high to consumers, for they were led Into
the belief that the metal was going down
to II cents and possibly lower. Their mis
take was not discovered until the CI cent
mark was reached, the advance having beeu
started on Kuioeaii buying. From 13
to Is.', centa,therH was good buying for

account, but when the market a
month or two ago (dumped from (ho latter
price to below 14 cents it was not the Ameri-
cana who took advantage, it was the foreign
buying for export. Above UV, cents on
the recovery the domestic demand cume
in well again and up to 14!, cents the home
manufacturers were the heaviest pur
chasers of the metal, Above this price
foreign Interests have been the biggest
takers,

The advance to 14', cents Increaaed the
demand from abroad, while at 13 cents It
has been again the Kuropean inquiry for
the most part that has taken copper, al-

though throughout the rise nml to the top
level considerable domestio copper has
been booked ,

Owing to the fact that It Is the only cop-
per consumer which issues a public account
of Us views on the .metal situation, the
monthly stutement of the National Conduit
and Cable Company, Issued yesterday, Is
always of more than passing Interest to
the trade, The current review aald,

"The movement toward more and better
business in noticeably stronger and a ma-
terial growth In industrial activity is hoied
for in tho near future. It is true that some
plants nre obliged to admit that otieiations
are considerably below the level of their
capacity, but a good deal ot business is
being placed and Improvement is looked
fur ns the iear progresses. The i miner
consuming Industries will eteutnall come
Into their own, and with a return of normal
proserity the domestio demand for cop-
per should show great xpansiuu."
