The Proclamation Aimed at the
Mexican Insurgents.

In enforcing the proclamation issued
by President Takt on March It to pre-
vent the export of "arms or muni-
tions of war" to Mexico for the equip-
ment of the insurgents food is held to bo
a munition of war, and clothing ir also
said to bo included. According to a
despatch from LI Paso tho embargo
applies "even to supplies purchased in
bmall quantities for residents of Juarez";
and it is also said that the embargo "will
have a wide effect eventually, for it will
bo felt by foreigners as well as Mexicans
of all classes." Juarez and other Mexi-
can border towns and towns in tho in-

terior on lines of railroad arc dependent
upon the United States for much of their
food supply nnd formost of tho clothing
used by their inhabitants.

International luw classes food, and
clothing for that matter, as a munition
of war if necessary in tho operations of
belligerents or insurgents, but inter-
national law need not be consulted to
justify the American authorities in El
Paso, for they aro acting under a procla-
mation sanctioned by the resolution of
Congress of March 13. It was as follows:

" That whenever the President shall find
that In any American country conditions
of domestic .loleuce ejlst which are? pro-

moted by the me of arms' or munitions of
war procured from the I'nlted Mates, the
President Is hereby authorized, In his dis-

cretion, and with such limitations and ex-
ceptions as shall seem to him expedient, to
prohibit the exportation of arms or muni-

tions of war from any place In the United
States to such country until otherwise or-

dered by the President or by Congress,"
By resolution of April 22, 1S08, tho Pres-

ident was authorized to lay an embargo
on "coal or other material used in war."
In tho Senate on March 13 Mr. Hoot said
of the amendment propot-c- that it elim-
inated coal and did not apply to anything
"except arms and munitions of war."
With all duo respect to tho Senator, coal
would bo a munition of war in tho tender
of a locomotive used by tho insurgents in
Mexico. Mr. Taft could prohibit tho
exportation of coal, but ho does not, be-

cause coal is needed for smelters and
other works owned by Americana, He
can lay an emburgo on any product or
articlo that might bo of service to the
robols. They can live, however, on
beans, corn and jerked beef, of which
they must havo a ready supply at ull
times, and this fadt should bo considered
in dealing with conditions in tho bor-
der towns.

Free Sugar. i

Speaker Clark says that free sugar
would reduce tho price paid by con-
sumers two cents n pound; Mr. Under-uoo- r

says one nnd a half cents, nnd an
authority for whooo opinion the Ways
and Means Committee always asks
when considering tho tariff on sugar
says that "tho consumer In 1010 paid
$1 151 a hundred pounds of the $1,348
duty on Cuban sugar." Tho averago
tariff charge for a series of years on fill
sugar imported has been 1.3.1 cents a
pound. To assume that free sugar
would reduce the price by n sum greater
than tho tariff rate now imposed Is
entirely foolish. If Mr. nillett, the
expert authority, is right, as in all
probability he is, the reduction would be

less than the duty now imposed.
But the matter is not determined by
these or other statements or guesses,
and the question maybe raised whether
free sugar would rcduco the price by
even a fraction of a cent.

It is absurd to claim that the
present American sugar Industry, in-

cluding the production of our insular
possessions, would not bo disturbed by
the removal of the present profit ion
with it average of 1.35 cents a pound
Tho cost of beet sugar production in
Germany is officially given as 2.415 cents
a pound and the cost in litis country is
given as 3.54. Freight and insurance
nnd profits added would still make pos
sible tho importation of German sugar
at from 2? to 3 cents, or materially
below the credibly reported ro-- t. nf tha
American product. A not widely differ-
ent competition would meet the cane
sugar of Louisiana, Hawaii and Porto
Rico. From those sources and from the
domestic beet wo now obtnin approx-
imately 1,70(1,000 tons of sugar annually,
or abou one-ha- lf of our requirement.
It is impossible to pay what part of
the industry would be crushed out by
free sugar. Partisans decjaje that it
would destroy all of it. That is not true.
There are concerns in tho West that aro
fairly well known to be producing their
sugar at much less than tho quoted 3.51
cents and that aro protected within a
considerable radius by the effect of
freight charges from the seaboard. It
is more than probable that there aro
individual producers elsewhere, of enno
sugar or of beet sugar, that for one
reason or another would bo able to
continuo in business.

The effect of free sugar on retail
prices would depend entirely upon the
available supply frcm other sources
and upon tho price charged for that
supply. There appears to 1 a notion
that there exibto somewhere tin un-

limited quantity that would come in
at low prices if the tariff barrier were
removed. The fact is that if l.OfHi.ouo

tons of tho present domestic supply
were to be cut off and demand made for
that quantity on the world's surplus,
to be brought in duty free, tho price of
sugar in this country would be practi-
cally what it has been for the last twenty
years, barring occasional limited periods
of over or under supply. In time the
foreign supply would adjust itself to
the American demand nnd prices here
would bo lower by l'f to l1 cents a
pound, but that adjustment of supply
to demand would depend entirely upon
reasonablo assurance that sugar would
stay on the free list. The world uses
approximately 16,000,000 tons of sugar
annually, and this country requires
about one-fift- h of the total.

Any appreciable Increase in the
quantity now produced in other coun-

tries would involve an expenditure of
millions of dollars for mill equipment
and extension of plantings.

Three
hundred members would be elected for
terms of uoven yeara. Fifteen of ths
members should bo elected by tha country
at large, each for a term of fifteen yeara.
Tho resolution will provide that the fifteen
members thus elected shall be known an

the committeo nt large.
Tho committeo nt large would hare t

veto power over legislation passed by

t ho House proper. Legislation disap-

proved by the committee at large would
not go to tho President for approval un-

less passed over tho committee's veto by
n two-thir- vote of the House. Tht
resolution will provide that only native
born Americans shall bo eligible for elec-

tion to tho committee at large. The rea-

son for this Is that with the office of
abolished succession to the

Presidency is provided for through the
committeo. In the event of dlsabll.tr
or death of the President the Lindbergh
plan provides that tho chairman or the
committee shall succeed to the office.

Tho principle of tho recall will be a
prominent feature of tho Lindbergh reso-

lution. It will provide that any member
of tho Hotipo or any member of the com-

mittee at largH may be recalled at any
biennial election.

Many resolutions have been offered
in CongroHs in recent yoars proposing
amendments to tho Constitution looking
to the abolishment of the Senate, but Mr.
Lindbergh is the lirst to come forward
with a plan providing a substitute body
fcr tlic upper hci6e

"Tho Senate is no longer responsive to
public Bentiment." said Mr. Lindbergh
"I am convinced that a constitutional con-

vention will bo held in this country in lb
comparatively near future. When wo
undertake the tak of overhauling, tli
Constitution Iho Senato will be abolish""!
