Reports that the findings would show
that the labor cost of producing cotton
goods in this country is considerably
helow the lahor coat in England are only
partly true. The hoard has found that
only in the cheaper grades of cotton
goods, those that are manufactured
chiefly in tha South, is tha labor cost
less than on the other side of the Atlantio,
In the case of finer grade cotton foods
the labor cost in the United States is con-
siderably higher than abroad.

The board has found further that
wages paid in the United States in the
cotton industry are considerably higher
than in most foreign countries. The
smaller labor cost in the Unitad States
for some grades of cotton cloth is due
to the fact that in some of the factoriea
one man through tha use of autormatic
machinery supervises twelve or fourteen
looms, while in English factories one
man operates only about four looms.
