Kor many years suffragists ha"e been em-
phasizing tho fnct that whether nil or even n
majority of women want tlio vole has nothing
whatever to dp with the tiucHtlon and
that the matter must bo settled first on the
basis of abstract right nnd Justice, nnd sec-

ond on grounda of expediency.
Until about six years ago w hen ihe move-

ment rather suddenly leaped from the edu-

cational into the political stage the chief,
and one might almost say the only, labor
of the suffragists was to Induce the public
to give tho subject the "statesmanlike con-

sideration" for which Mrs. Htott pleads, a
course, It may be noted In passing, fraught
with the most gratifying results to the stif.
fraglsln since common experience has
demonstrated that such consideration In-

variably leads to conviction, except In the
cas of the Incorrigibly sentimental and of
persons conrerned chiefly w 1th the continu-
ation of a position nf privilege such ns that
of the "supported" lady or the predatory
captain of industry who coins profits nut
Of the helplessness of an unenfranchised
body of working women.

Because the suffragists have always
realized the gravity, "economically, politi-
cally and socially," of the change tiiey ask
of their country, they have not only pleaded
for this rigorous Investigation of their
f.Ialms and evidence but they have even,
through the largest and most varied body of
propagandist literature published In this
country, provlddlheopporlnnlly for study

Much of this literature deals with thn
subject from the standpoint of right and
Justice, whether In a spirit of "emotional
argument" nnd "partisan oulcry" I eae

In some Instances without any comment
whatever, a mass of verifiable fads and fig-

Tho protest Is a follows:
We respectfully recommend thst such

sections of the bill ss Interfere with the
freedom of the law abiding citlten to defend
hla home against the midnight marauder,
or as leave Ihe person entrusted with the
transit of valuables at the mercy of hs
thug, be amended. The alarming Incrsass
In burglary and "holdups" within the last
few months has revealed to ns the serious-
ness of this matter. Experience has shown
that professional criminals disregard en-

tirely tho restrictive provisions of this set.
Knowing that the law abiding seetlon et
the community has discontinued the prac-
tice of keeping or of carrying firearms, and
knowing that the element of personal danger
has been reduced to n minimum, crlmlnils
nro steadily increasing the daring and bold-
ness of their operations, we suggest:

That the section: "Carrying or use of
weapons' of Chapter IM be atnend'4

to Include with SherltTs, policemen and other duly
appointed peace officers any person or priioni
employed by any banking Institution or cor-
poration or firm In the rapacity of a guard la ti e
transportation of money or valuable merchandise.

We recommend further that the law be amende!
so that, license or no license, the earrjlnr. of re-

volver, pistol or other concealed weapon hy any
one ever convicted or then, burglary or anv other
crime nf violence hn made a felony.

That the section: "Sale of pistols and otbrr
firearms" be amended to petmlt tbepurrha.e cf
lawful weapons of defence for homo protection
without requiring the purchaser to produce a
permit for possession or rarrslnr. the
to he permitted to carry such arms lo his home
In their orlclnal stnte package.

President Armstrong of the Empire
Stato Surety .Company said after th
meeting:

"There is no doubt thnt the prohibition
n gainst the use of lirearms hy lnw abiding
citizens has led to a marked increase
in burglaries and highway robberies.
The orofossional criminals par no ntten.
tion to the restrictive provisions of such
a law. Knowing that the law abiding
section ot tne community lias discontinued
the practice of carrying or keeping

crltninnlx feel thnt the element of
danger has been reduced to a minimum
and the' nre therefore increasing in
daring nnd Ixildnoss. The burglary

companies do mot advocate th
unrestricted carrying of firearms with-
out special ixjrinits of the police. They
do ittlvocate. however that- law abid-
ing citiens bonot deterred from obtain-
ing firearms for legit linnte home pro-
tection nnd that they tie permlttd
to carry these, if occasion demands,
without almost prohibitive restrictions,
Tho people of suburban communities,
especially where there is no police pro-
tection afforded, should certainly be al-

lowed to have firearms in their homes,
and lo say that bank messengers or pay-
masters of largo mercantile establish-
ments carrying considerable sums of
money or securities about the streets
in the ordinary course of business should
bo deprived of the right lo carry arms
puts property of largo value not In
jeopardy but nt the absolute mercy of
the criminal element.

"There lias been a marked Inetease
in crime, esiiecially in the financial t,

since the special police officers who
were compensated by banking institu-
tions and larg establishments have been
deprived of their shields and arms. It
is unfortunate that the administration
lms not been able to differentiate between
tho private officer employed in a safe
deposit vmilt- or bank and the thugs who
wero formerly commissioned as special
officers in dunce halls and more or lsdlsotderly places where lights ate fre-
quent ant! the bhow and use of arms a
casual incident.

"Tho insurance companies have always
made a marked dlfTerefice in rate in

funds In transit where the messen-
ger or guard accompanying such funds
was armed: n discount of V5 to 50 per cent,
having been nllowcd where firearms were
carried."

MEXICAXtXED PRESIDEXCY.

Third Term Means Any Number ol

Terms, Suggests President Judson.
President Harry Pratt Judson of the

University of Chloe.go discusses the
third form in the Independent for March
28 and pays that he thinks tho American
pcoplo will think long lefore they cast
aside tho tradition that no person can
bo President three times. This is the
central isstio fn tho present Presidcntisl
situation, he thinks.

"Now wo am told," ho writes, "thst
so long as the third term is not consecu-
tive with tho second there can i no oIh
Jection, Inasmuch as the candidate for
a third term is thus deprived of the great
power of tho Presidency In seeking a

But objection remains very
aorious nevertheless, ho serious that- the
mere question of consecutlveneas becomes
a trifle,

"In tho first place, there can be no doubt
Hint as soon aa the custom of two terms
only is broken down every President
will exect and will seek a third term.
This is what happened as to a second
tonn. Hut why stop with a third term?
The same reason will apply for a fourth
term or for any number of terms."

He quotes from an editorial in the
Outlook which says that there is no ob-

jection to three tertna or thirty terms if
the man is a good one,

"Of course." he continues, "the only
real Justification of a continuous Presi-
dency is that thoro is ouly one man in th
ropuhllo who is capable of administering
the Ooveniment wisely. Thla was Just
what waa so often asserted with refer-
ence to President- Olais. Perhaps that
judgment waa oorrect as to Mexico. Are
wo prepared to beliave) that such a judg-
ment w correct an to the United Stall"?
