FINANCIAL NEWS

Violent Fluctuations in Stocks, With
Trices Closing at an

Advance.

AN UNSUCCESSFUL RAID

News More Favorable All Around Lon

don r Iatro Buyer "on the
Strlko Settlement.

There was n seeming contest in the
stock market yesterday between opposing
speculative forces. This assumed the
form, according to nil superficial Indica-
tions, of nn attempt to break prices, In
which the major portion of the Stock
Exchange room trading element joined,
but which was apparently engineered by
one or two lnrgo professional operators.
Nevertheless, considering the rapid ad-

vance, in prices recently a very decided
degree of resistance proceeding from
many different sources was made to this
attack, and at the endjof the day, so far
ns quotations were nny guide to the re
sult, the attack fatted of its purpose. The
market opened generally higher than it
cloned on Wednesday, proliably owing
to the receipt of largo buying orders from
London, whern financial sentiment was
greatly encouraged by the conviction
that the end of the strike of coal miners
was in sight. Also overnight delllieni- -
ion modified the ndverse opinion gen

erally entertained by Wall street people
on Wednesday regarding the United
States Wool Corporation's new Usun of
S3n.ooo.noii bonds on the plants of some of
Its subordinate companies.

After this preliminary advance prices
of stocks declined a little in the middle of
the day, nnd it was then that tho real on- -'

slaught on tho market began. The as-

sault was at first conducted tentatively.
but soon ran into n large miscellaneous
selling movement which brought stocks

efore tho Inst hour of business to the
lowest prices touched since tho reaction
n the market beg.in, nnd declines in some

instances of three points from the highest
level lately touched. Yet the discovery
was soon made that after all nobody was
selling stocks except speculators for tho
fill. The volume of the selling dimin-
ished and in the last three-quarte- of nn
hour of the Stock Exchange session tho
whole 'market moved upward with vim,
closing with net advances generally
showing.

The United States Stel common shares
were the centre of whatever weakness the
market diplayed and all sorts of reports
were set in circulation as to a prospective
poor exhibit of the results of the opera- -
ions of the corporation in the quarter

ending with the present month. It was
stated, on the other hand, on semi-
official authority that the mills of the
corporation are now being run at their
utmost capacity and that there is every
probability of a general advance in iron
and steel finished products before long.
Heavy selling also converged upon all the
copper mining shares whose rise has
lately been the most conspicuous feature
of the market. But all these stocks, in
cluding United States Steel common,
made a final record of net gains. The
various traction shares were strong
throughout the day because of the practi
cal certainty that tho subway bill in the
legislature would become a law within
a few hours and that this would bring to a
satisfactory conclusion pending negotia
tions between the city and the local trans-
portation companies.

Another group which there was ex
ceptional strength was tho Harriman
railway stocks, this being caused no doubt
by the splendid statements of earnings
for February submitted by the Union
Pacific and Southern Pacific companies.
The Union Pacific's gross for tho month
increased $570,000 nnd its net $114,000 and
the Southern Pacific's gross made an in-

crease of $378,000, of which $20,000 was
saved in net. In February also the Ilock
Island's gross increased $lflX,000 and its
net $103,000, while the morning news
papers contained tho Heading's statement
for tho same month with its increase of
$449,000 in gross nnd the Erio's with an
increase of $329,000. II is true of course
t hat the showings in these statements
were rnlarged by tho one extra day in
February and also by the fact that the Feb
ruary railroad business last year was
very poor; but even this did not diminish
in any notable way the favorable impres-
sion madoby these records.

It should be said perhaps that one rea
son for the speculative bearUhness shown
yesterday was the statement attributed
io Mr. Roosevelt in the press publications
that he proposed to bolt the Republican
convention and run on a third ticket for
the Presidency if he did not, receive the
Republican nomination. During the day
despatches from the West reported Mr.
Roosevelt as denying in the strongest
manner that he made any such statement
or entertained any such idea.
