Ileal Farmers Some Ratlr From
Business to Work Fields.

In recently published bulletin the
Long Island Railroad Company announoed
that farina on Long Island had Increased
from J.103 In 1900 to 4,83 In 1910. There
In no available record of the Increase In
Westchester. Rockland and Orange coun-

New Torlt State, and In the counties
of Bergen, Essex and Morris In New

For a distance of more than 1M miles
about New York city the movement to the
country Is being felt. Almost every day
reports are heard of tills man or that
buying a farm whoro ho Intends to spend
his holidays. The result Is seen In the
steady advancing price of acreage In all
outlying sections, In the reclaiming of
abandoned farms, and la the marketing
of lands which heretofore were known
onlv for their scenlo beauty.

The soli of Ijng Island and Westchester
are now pretty much under cultivation,
but up in Connecticut and over the river
In Rockland county, up In Orange county,
and In part? of New Jersey there aro still
thousands of ncTes awaiting tho city man.

Developers of such properties aro not
confined to ono clan, Members of aU

trades and profession ore taking to
the soil, and tho size and completeness
of tho establishment am limited only by
the individual mean?. Hut in practically
every case Inquiry among brokers Bhows
farming was undertaken not for the
profit In it but as n mennB for recreation,
and for the opportunity It gives to get
away from the atmosphere of city life,
of constant mental and physical activity.
But practically every man of oourso
begins his farming career in the hope of
making sufficient profits to permit him
eventually to retire to the life which Is
not controlled by tho clock. Strange to
say, many of these farms are more than
eelf --supporting.

It la estimated that thousands of New
Yorkers have bought farms in the last ten
years. Tills Is quite n number, but it Is
only a small part of the number that aro
expected to leave Now York for farms
In the next ton years. According to experts
the 'hack to nature" movement is still
in its Infancy, hut it is growing so rapidly
that there is no tolling its ultimate extent.

Roro of those who have taken up tracts
of land, especially men among tho salaried
workers, whoso field of success Is limited
and whose earnings do not amount to much
more than their expenses, look to thelr
fanns for ultimate liberation from toil.
They are regarded as a sort of Insurance
against want in years to come. Illustra-
tions of this aro plentiful, bh for instance
the young man who six years ago bought
200 acres near an up;State lake on tho
basis of nmall weekly payments. About

Raleigh in a few years had become in-

a farm, which he found waa no easy Job, A
Through a brokerAo finally located a place
outside of Hartford. It comprised 120
acres, with a few buildings that might
have seen fifty years.

At that time land was cheap, but even of
now there are lots of farms within 100
miles of New York that might be bought
for little raonov. Anyway, Wilson had
verv little readv raonov 'to nut in the
farm. A,bout 11,000 was the limit of his
capital. He took tho farm and with a
heavy mortgage running for three years
at 6 per cent. Ho hired a farmer to work
the land. He could not give up his Job
Just yet, as it was the only avenuo of
revenuo he had; thon again hij knowledge be
of farming was very limited. He could
juggle figures, but now to juggle a plough
or reaper was a foreign art to him.

Every Saturday afternoon he went to
the farm, returning Monday. Muoh
knowledgo was ploked up In these week
end trips, and with tho aid of Oovernmont
bulletins and other publications he was a
fairly good farmer Inside of a year. Hut
the success of tho farm was the most

feature to him. To hU great
surprise, at the end of tho first yoar he of
was nine not oniy to pay ino interest on
his mortgage but lie reduce! It, besides
improving his property. The house was
put in shape.

In tho spring Wilson moved his family
up to tho farm, returning In the fall,
thereby savin cr nart of a vear's rent.
The farm cleared itself last year. The

NOW THEY KNOW A SPRINKLER,

Bush Company Employees Had to Be TVet
by One to Hnoir Its Use.

The press ncent for the Bush Ter
minal Company vouches, for this story:

Two Italians recently come from the
land where modern Improvements have
not made much headway were employed
durlnK the last week nil the erection
of the Termlnul Warehouso No. 7 In
South Brooklyn.

Now It seems, ao tho story Boca, that
the pipes which the Italians were accus-
tomed to hold to the ceilings were sprink-
ler iilt'CH. Hut,- of course, to make the
story good they did not know It. So one
tine duy lust'weelt when the ob was com-
pleted ut 11:15 o'clock In the morning
the.
