Manhattan might have gone right
along trying to get on, but failing, if the
New York Age, "the leading negro news-
paper. which is published every Thurs-
day at 247 West Forty-sixt- h street for
and by negroes, hadn't buret forth in its
issue of March 7 with a four column
spread head on the front page which
raa: "Loadstone Trust Threatened by
Group of Financiers Who Have Invest-
igated.", And the newspaper went on
entertainingly to relate that the "sudden
and vary evident prosperity of many
colored men and women In the South
has simply knocked Wall Street flat and
resulted in an "investigation or the cause
by "Northern capitalists" which astounded
the capitalists absolutely astounded
them.

Loadstones are back of it all according
to the New York Ag article. Somebody
right hare in New York had suddenly got
hold of a wonderful loadstone mine and
it tailing them to the Southern negroes.
What has happened? By virtue or the
wonderful mysterious powers of these
loadstones the negroes down South have
bean able to locate where table silverand
other family treasures had been buried
by aristocratic families in war times.

Influence honor
a nd success " In the current issue,
however, there happens to be a
good nixed advertisement in the Age
wherein San Juan Hill and vicinity learned
In big letters that all one haa to do is to
write to the Magnet lo Mineral Company at
2085 Lexington avenue and the loadstone
may be had for the small sura of 112 50.
But when the company was looked up at
the Lexington avenuo address, which ja a
flat house, the elevator boy said there was
no 6uch concern there

Later it was learned that the company
merely has a mail box nt 208S Lexington
avenuo, and still later that the firm might
on found at 62 taat 125th street Here it
also looked hopeless for a while. The
visitor finally asked various white flat
dwellers whether any of tho neighbors
in the hotifee had many negro callers.

"Third floor, west eid of the hall,"
instantly yelled the women and children
who had gathered in the hallways to say
first that they never lad heard of the
Magnetic Company, and then to suggest
to the visitor that "if you tell me what
you want with the parties maybe we
could give you all the information." But
the visitor decided to try first to get in
direct touch with the company by ringing

Here the selling agent brought forth
some reproductions of line drawings of
the loadstones. They're hairy looking
brutes. About the only well known
object which they resemble that one can
think of at the moment is a. small hard
shell crab in need of a shave.

Only the Magnetic Mineral Company,
by tho way, is onto the scl'ntlflo fact that
loadstones are not effective If worn or
oarried singly. Years ago the company
learned that real results are obtained
only by wearing a pair of them, one posy-liv- e

and the other ntgatative, as hat been
said. A booklet issued by the company,
The Loadstone Mother of Magnetism,"

by "Col. A. J. Wedderburn" opens with an
appreciation of "Toussalnt L'Ouverture,
by Wendell Phillips." and Col. Wed-
derburn then goes on to relate In the little
book how a descendant of the great negro
gave him the secret of the power of a pair
of loadstones as worn by his fighting
ancestor.

The booklet winds up with testimonials.
Some of those testifying (like Bryan,
Boosevett, Lillian Russell and Jack John-
son) do not care to have every one know
their names. But there are many testi-
monials which are signed by such well
known persons as Lord Byron, Mrs.
Carrie Brooks of 428 North Virginia street,
Keno, Nev.j Sir Isaao Newton, a Mr.
Cummlngs of WillismHbridgo, the King
of Portugal, Mrs. Wellington of West
Polk street. Chicago; James Whitoomb
Riley, LIHung-chan- Annie Cunn Ingham
of Long Island City and William Shake-
speare.

The picture of Mrs. Wellington of
Chicago oddly enough bears a striking
resemblance to Lillian Russell and the
one signed Mrs. Yvette Hernando of
Hermoeillo you'd never know from Anna
Held. And besides the agent had a big
bundle of other letters from grateful
wearers, so maybe there's something in
the loadstones after all.

The ry nt Ballots Doesn't Con-

stitute a Fraud.
The courts have no power to order a new

primary election because of failure in the
delivery of the olTlclal ballots in time for
the primary, under a rulinir by Supreme
Court .Iustlc Iltschoff yesterday. The court
decided that under the primary law a new
primary can only be ordered if the one in
tiuestion was so permeated with fraud as
to make il impossible to determine the true
result.

DEFY TAMMANY HALL

Resolution Telling It to Keep
Hands Off Goes Through

With a Whoop.

VOTE ALMOST UNANIMOUS

State Committee May Drop Keith and
In That Case Ho Will Appeal

to the Court.

If Henry P. Keith, the newly elected
State committeeman for the First Senate
district, which comprises the counties
of Suffolk and Nassau, could not get
through a resolution nttaoking Charles
F. Murphy of Tammany Hall at the
Democratic State committee meeting
on Thursday he taw to It at the meeting
of the Democratlo oounty committee of
Nassau yesterday that Mr. Murphy and
Tammany were told to let the Democrats
of Nassau oounty manage their own

affairs. The Democratlo State committee
haa appointed a committee to decide
whether Mr. Keith should hold hla seat
ih the State committee and it is likely
that the committee will drop him, which
will result in an appeal to the courts by
Mr. Keith.

All of the seventy-thre- e members of
the Nassau county committee except
three were present yesterday at tho
meeting which was held at Weldmann'a
Hotel in Mineola. Of the seventy mem-
bers present only three voted against
the resolutions telling Tammany Leader
Murphy to keep his hands off and praising
the leadership of Mr. Keith. These are
the resolutions which were adopted
with a whoop the Meiegatcs pound! g
the floor with their feet and cheering
for several minute: ,

fttnohc, That we the Democratlo county
committee of the county of Nassau, repre-
senting over 3.R0O enrolled Democratic
voter of said county, hereby enthusias-
tically Indorse Henry I. Keith, the Htate
committeeman from this the First Senatorial
district, In his opposition to the attempt
being made bv Charles K. Murphy and
Tammany Hall to dominate and control
the political affairs of Nassau county.

The Democracy of Nassau county tinder
ths able leadership of Philip .1 ChrUt. the
chairman of its county committee, has
shown that It Is entirely capable of managing
its own affairs without any dictation or
interference by an outside Influence.

Thl committee points with pride' to the
fart that under the leadership of Mr. Christ
as chairman of the tounty committee our
present State committeeman, Henry 1.
Keith, acting as campaign manager of
Nassau county. gae to Cov. Dl a larger
proportionate Democratlo vote than did
the city of New York under the leadership
of Charles K. Murphy. We point with
pride to the fact that the Democratic vote
of the Borough of Manhattan under the
leadership of Charles F. Murphy hss been
continually 'growing smaller, while the
Democratlo vote of the counties
of the Htate. which hae resented the dicta-
tion of Mr. Murphy, have continually grown
larger.

LA F0LLETTE AT BRYAN'S HOME.

Senator Closes Busy Day Willi Speech
to 4,000 In Lincoln. Neb.

Lincoln, Neb., April 6. Senator I.a
Follette closed his first day's tour of
Nebraska with n speech to 1,000 of Col.
Hrynn's fellow townsmen. Ho devoted
tho greater part of his evening ppeecli
to a discussion of the question of rail-
road rate regulation In the nation and
to a detailed onnlysls of tho owner-
ship nnd financial and political powers
of tho great transportation groups.

The Senntor made half a dozen long
and a dozen short speeches during the
day. He opened at 8 o'clock nt Platts-mout- h

nnd by evening had spoken In
every political centre In tho First Con-
gress district. Ho finished the day In
excellent physical condition.

In his various speeches I.a Follctto
took several hard raps at Hoosevelt.
He declared that, despite the claims of
tho Colonel, the trusts had grown In
his Administration from 148 to 800, and
that under Taft tho work of consoli-
dation, had been progressing. Roose-
velt, he said, had done a world of good
as a preacher for political morality, but
he had at Iresldent merely tickled the
flanks of the big trusts, usually before
election, and was afraid to tackle the
tariff Issue because of the trouble he
would get Into with his Eastern friends.

Large crowds greeted the Senator at
most of the stops. He snld he ex-
pected to carry Nebraska, because this
was a progressive. State, and that he
came merely to tnnke clear the Issue.

"I am a candidate for President." he
said. "I am not In the hands of my
friends, but I am on the Job, myself."

The 8enator will cover tho five re-
maining Congress districts In fout
days.

MRS. BAILEY'S TAXICAB

INVESTMENT III COURT

Suit Over Alleged Swindle of the
Lato Widow of the Cir-

cus Proprietor.

A suit in Ivehalf or the late Mrs. James
A. Bailey, widow or tho showman, has
been brought against 1he New York
Taxicab Company, the New York Taxi-ca- b

Company, Ltd., a British corporation;
Charles Mascart and others, in which it
is alleged that Mrs. Bailey was demanded
in the purchase or 2.000 shares or stock
In the New York Taxicab Company,
for which she paid f10,000.

Mascart, who lives in Paris, is alleged
to have originated the scheme under
which Mrs. Bailey and othor stockholders
lost hundreds of thousands of dollars.
The suit asks that Mascart be compelled
tn acoount for all the profits he made
out or the scheme and seeks the appoint-
ment or a receiver of the New York Taxi-ca- b

Company with authority to dispose
of the company's property and divide
the assets among the stockholders

The suit was brought in the name of
Mrs. Bailey Just before she died recently.
Her brother and business manager,
Joseph T. McCaddon, obtained an order
in the Supreme Court to examine Mascart
and the officers of the taxicali ramnnnl.
concerning her allegations of a con-
spiracy to defraud. The order was
MTved on Charles P. Callaghan as presi-
dent of the New York Taxicab Company,
but Supreme- Court Justice Plat reft va-
cated the order yester ay upon Calln-ghan- 's

statement that he resigned ayear ago.
In his petition Tor tho order McCailHnn

said that he would be nblo to prove by
Mascart that the latter had formed a
syndicate or pretended corporation which
bought taxicab at a low price and made
secret profits to a largo amount by selling
the taxicabs to the New York Taxicab
company.

William p. Alaloney, counsel ror Mrs.
Bailey, said in an affidavit that she
txniKht her stock at 85 a share when tha
stock was first offered for sale, and that
i no neienaant corporations were fraudu-
lently used to obtain moneys from the
public. He said that after Mascart
and others associated in the pool with
him had sold hundreds of taxicabs at a
groat profit they caused a reorganization
of the defendant companies for fraudulent
purposes.

The complaint says that It was repre-
sented, to the public that the New York
Taxicab Company owned more than 300
taxicabs and would make a profit of
1945.000 a year out of them. It is alleged
that Mascart and others have transferred
120 taxicabs to unidentified nnrunii
and that they have had a Uquidator of
the English corporation appointed to
divert the assets from the stockholders
or tne .ew lork corporation.

ROOSEVELT, BOUND FOR

ILLINOIS, HASAQUIETDAY

Makerf One Speech and Travels
200 Miles on a Special Train

to Meet Audience.

OBSERVES GOOD FRIDAY

RfHlsts Appeals for Rear Platform Talks
Qulls West Virginia Hopeful and

Full of Fight,

PinsBtinn, April 5. Col. Hoosevelt
is on his way ht to Illinois to tight
fOr delegates in open primaries there
next Tuesday.

He did not speak In observ-
ance of Clood Friday. His day wat quiet
with only one real speech, which he made
at Martinsburg, W, Va.

Tho noxt five days are critical In the
Colonel's campaign. His followers feel
that he has got to carry Illinois and Penn-
sylvania or his cause is lost. Upon the
vote of these two States hang the
Colonel's hopes.

He is therefore aiming to hit hard,
especially in Illinois. He is to whirl
through that State all day
and Monday, dashing into Uncle Joe
Cannon's distriot at Danville and Into
Champaign, the home town of Congress
man McKinley, the Tart leader.

Leaving West Virginia this afternoon
over the Baltimore and Ohio forChlcago
by way or Pittsburg the Colonel and his
West Virginia supporters were pleased
over the stir that they reel he has made
In that State. The Colonel lias boomed
his campaign guns for two days in West

Irglnia. He ohose a strategic time, just
a few days before the primaries and mass
conventions. He feels that he has tho
people moving.

Both the Tart and the Roosevelt factions
in West Virginia are on edge. There is
strong sentiment among the country
people for Hoosevelt as a man of action.
Tho Tart leaders do not hesitate to admit
this and point to some counties where the
favor is almost wholly for Roosevelt.
But they say that in the cities the reeling
ror Tart is strong and that the mats or
the people will support the President.

The Colonel has covered the southern,
eastern and northern parts or West Vir-
ginia pretty well nnd has done all he could
there to save his cause. His reception
in the southern part was cordial but not
demonstrative. Lost night iie met a
whooping lot of enthusiasm In the west
central (art of the State, but the Tart
people say that the vote are ror Tart
and the whoops for Roosevelt. Roosevelt
has undoubtedly aroused the Taft leaders
and has given them cause for uneasiness
and activity.

A race in a flying special train 100 miles
down the valley of the Potomao from
Cumberland. Md.. to Martinshuro-.W- . Va.
and back again was the Colonel's chief
stunt to-da- y. He travelled the 300 mites
through the lonely valley t o maae a twenty
minute speech by which he hopes to get
in the magisterial district conventions
that come off In Berkley oounty.

After the speech he raced book up the
Potomao Valley to catch the Chtca go
nier at Cumberland.

The Colonel's special train jaunt came
about through a night accident that.du-laye- d

for two hours the regular train out
of Parkersburg to which his private car
was attaohed and set his connections
awry.

Eighty miles, east or Parkersburg, which
Mr. Roosevelt leH at I o'clock Oils morn-
ing a driving .wheel on a freight engine
preceding his train clipped the lxlt heads
along two miles ot track. A torco of re-
pair men held up the Roosevelt train ror
two hours.

Tho Colonel got to Martinsburg nt
noon. Three thousand people crowded
around him as he spoke rrom the band
stand in the dusty village square in trontor the ffcTteley county court house
The crowd had u distinctive Virginia
flavor. Tall, lean Colonels in tan plug
hatn at astride their horses in the centre
oi me crowu; Kins in haiior mouses, a
whole brigade of 'em, sat on big horees
at the edge of tho throng, and farmerx
in bluo starched co'lors rrom the rich
peach and apple orchards or the valley
looked expectant, and, cheered tho
Colonel.

"I am very glad to have vou come to
meet me, mends." he said: "but I wantyou to do more than that; I want vou to
jjet out at the conventions
and vote and see that your voto is countedfairly and that you get a square deal "

The crowd didn't wax enthusiastic
when the Colonel talked about votes.
There was scattered cheering and a good
many grins, jbut no townwide endorse,
ment.

"I reckon the sentiment round here
is pretty well split up, Taft and Roosevelt
between 'em, observed the corner sta-
tioner.
