Mgr. Benson Says “Nonsense™ When

People Call Mim =
Spiritualist.
The Right Rev. Mgr. Robert Hugh

Beason of England, whosa renunciation
of ﬂp Church of England, of which his
father, the late Archhirhop of Canterhury,
was apiritual head, caused a stir soveral
years ago, meana to face down a “ghost”
Lefore he returna to England from his
lectiire tour here. He admitted yester.
day that the report that he will spend a
night in a Brooklyn house which is said
to he haunted is true, and that he will sock
the “ghost” in company with an English
journalist and a fellow priest,

Mgr. Benson said that ginee ha had been
interviewed upon almost every conceiv-
able question since his arrival here, he was
glad of the opportunity to make his poai-
tion clear upon matters relating to psychio
phenomena, which, he maid, has been
greatly misunderstood

“All this talk of my heing a rpiritualist
is nonsense,” he added. “Since my
childhood 1 have been interested in
peychic phenomena, which was quite
natural, ar [ war brought up in a pavchie
atmosphere. My uncle, Prof  Henry
Sidewick, was the founder and first prea.
ident of the Society for Paychical Re-
rearch in England Besidea, my mother
and my aunt, the latter of whom is Arthur
J. Balfour's sister, have always been
intensely interested in the subject. My
father's attitude during his lifetime war
always one of amused tolerance.”

Mgr. Renweon, in reply to a queation,
said that he didn’t Lelieve in “actual,
material ghoats * He explained his pro-
posed visit to Brooklyn's haunted house
by mraying:

“Wall, you sea, when | hear of one of
theae places that are said to be ha nted
with the eouls of those who have come to
goma untimely death 1 like to test the
case, Before | mail 1 have planned to
epend a night in this old residence. If 1
and my friends experience any interesting
results we will give them to the news-
papers.  While I do not expect to meet
a tangible ghost, the person murdered
there 80 many years ago, or see the rein-
carnated bodies of the two men who, it
is said, committad suicide in the house,
I do think that it is very itde for
intense emotions to be localized, so to
speak, to be impressed upon the atmos-

ere of a place that they may be sensed
or felt or realized, however you may wish
to expresa it, by persons who occupy the
slace where the action ocgurred.

“Once it would have seemed incredible
that musical sounds and words could be
impressed upon wax and then reproduced
over and over again. Why not emotions?
Of course this is merely hypothetical, for
1 consider myself only an amateur in
testing phenomena of this kind. In fact
my interest in such matters is purely of a
detached nature. 1 take a coldly ‘intel-
lectual and scientific pleasure in makin
tests, I do not believe in the methods of
the spiritualists, nor the shams and frauds
perpetrated in the name of spiritualism.
Therefore | do not agree with many of
the ideas and methods that were upheld
by the late Dr. Isaac K. Funk.

“*1 believe in hypnotism, telepathy and
various forms of thought transmission,
however We are living in a wonderful
age. We are on the verge of great dis-
coverias which need not conflict with our
religious bellef and work in the world.
Living in a material world we are con-
stantly surrounded by the spiritual,
which is not always a good influence, for
there are oftentimes malign and evil
spirits about us as well an the pure and
good. These revelations are coming slowly
although surely.” .

Mgr. Benson will explain his position
in regard to psychic phenomena next
Tuesday, when he will lecture at the
Hudson Theatre on “An Amateur in
Paychical Research.”
