EIGHT CASES IN SHIPMENT

Some Priceless Articles That Are, Sup-
posed to Be In the

On board White Star liner Baltic
whloh arrived yesterday from Liverpool,
la the fifth consignment of the J. Pierpont
Morgan collection of jewels and precious
works of art from Victoria and Albert
Museum, South Kensington, and destined
for Metropolitan Museum of Art.
The latest shipment of Morgan treasures
is the second section of the silver objects
and other examples In allver-gl- lt mount-
ing, including of early date,
chalices from cathedral towns and rare
glass beakers In silver and works
of art of thirteenth, fifteenth, sixteenth
and seventeenth centuries

The cases In whloh these objects of art
are packed are eealed securely in London
after passing through the inspoclton
of the appraiser, and then bound with
stout ropes for shipment across the
Atlantlo. Each object of art is first photo-sranhe- d.

The design is composed of birds, chi-
merical and human figures and other
ornamentation. Little is known of the
early history of this pax, although recent
investigations lead to the belief, it Is said,

tocordlng possession of a cathedral,
there Is n pax described which resembles
the one In Mr. Morgan's collection. At the
Oeorges-Pet- lt sale In Pnrls In June, 1809,
It brought W,ooo francs, having been
purchased bv .Mr. Fit llonrv.

Another interesting specimen in ths
Victoria and Albert Museum and included
in the Morgan collection a beaker
of whlto I.attlcino glass mounted
silver gilt with engraved medallions,
one of Maria Catharine. Duchess of Bruns-
wick and LUneburg. The other medal-
lion represents a coat of arms with eleven
quarterlngssurmountcd by three helmets,
each bearing a cross and with an en
graved motto. The Venetian glass Is
of the lato sixteenth century and the
Oerman metal work of tho middle of the
seventeenth rentury.

A rock crystal cup mounted In silver
is supported by three curved bands of
silver, each band having scalloped edges
and a ropelike ornamentation down its
centre. These bands arn joined to the
rim and to. the foot. The foot is of silver
and resembles the base of a chalice. Il
is composed of eight circular lobes, form-
ing an octagonal figure. Each lobe
is edged with a narrow border of Ht.
Andrew crosses in chased work. It
said to have once been in the collection
of an eminent French collector. Th

.Mounted in fine chaaed silver gilt ia a
beautiful rosary bead of boxwood. Thin
bead open In two part, the interior
of which are delicately carved. On the
exterior of the silver mounting are rep-
resented in low relief, with repouart
work, delicately chased groups of chil-
dren at play, with foliage above and
below. A medallion of a man and a
woman ia held by winged children. This

collection. It is said to be a Flemish
worit or tne nrteenth century.

Persian art is represented by a knife
mounted in silver gilt with a shield of
somewhat aimllar work, steel blade, and
a handle composed of leaves arranged
chevron fashion. Each pair of leaves
alternates with three stars, the leaves
being in green and white and the star
set upon a green ground. This Persian
work Is listed as an example of the seven-
teenth century.

A Flemish fork of two prongs is in
chaaed silver, parcel gilt, the handla
being composed of a porcupine quill
mounted in silver gilt. The end is sur-
mounted by a small standing figure of
a boy. It is a work of the sixteenth
century.

There are also medallions of the fif-
teenth, sixteenth and seventeenth cen-
turies in the Morgan collection from
South Kensington Aluseum.

The Baltio docked yesterday morning
at about 8:30 o'clock.
