writer to other countries, came to a hear-
ing last night at the Berkeley Theatre,
when one of his later plays, *The Father,”
was acted for the first time in this coun-
trv The optimistic {mpresarios of the
weason announce that four more dramas
of the Swedish author are to be presented.
strindberg has only a literary following
for hi= dramas outside his own country.

He has heen writing them for some
vaars and his countrymen have enjoyed
the pleasure of seeing them in actual
performance. The German stage offers
one of them oceasionally and Paria is
said to have grown so enthusiastic over
them that some of the more advanced
playhouses have occasionally, But the
theatre of Strindberg remains —of course
to a smaller degree—just as much a
literarv creation as that of Ibsen. The
plays of both are, unlike well bred little
giris, heard but not seen,

The present report makes no attempt
to discuss in  all its features “The
Father,” which was until yeaterday ac-
cessible only in a German translation.
The version last night was attributed to
Fdith and Warner Oland. The play is
said to represent in the highest degree
the author's belief that what the world
calls love is but a bitter duel bhetween
the sexea, “Love ia strife.,” said the
wife in the play last night. Max Nordau |
in his chaptera on Wagner in “Degenera- |
tion” discussed the particular form of
aberration which obsessed the German
COMposer.
