Thess limitations ennaot be enforced ex-

cept by having some on who shall say
whether a particular notion that they design
to restrnin does violate them or not, nnd,
ao that may be determined, our fathers
established the Judicial system

Now, If you undertake to hay to a .Judge
that. If lie decides against the popular will
that finds Itself restrained by the declaration
of one of thee principles of conduct under
the Constitution, he shall be recalled, you
inako a owanl of blm iappl.iuel It Is not
In human nature thal.tudge. shall hold tho
scales Just as evenly when they know that
by ma'ilmt nn unpopular decision they
themselves wlll'he tho sacrifices.

It will Introduce tin ruin of cowardice In
place of the rule of courage, It will Intro-
duce tho rul of time serving In pljce of the
rule of fearless Justice. It will introduce
the rub of tho force of the great body of the
people, Instead of tho rule which protects
Ihs wedk Individual nealnst all the iieople
(applause).

Whoever reject the order of a multi-

Philadelphia, April 10. We bIubrm.

Nowhere in the West, wliero ho was sup-
posed to huvo his strength, did Itoose-
velt meet such crowds, Ho had to coma
Kast uRnin for his real reception.

Col. Itoosevelt y for tho llrst time
in his campaif-- n publicly declared his
cotitldence that he would win the nomina
tion. It wax in HarrislitirK. The Col-
onel said:

"If, as I bellevo wa will, we in
this light, I want you toTOtnetnbcr that
our success must be made to tell for so-

cial and industrial justice."

Mr. Itoosevelt at breukfust in Pittsburg,
unci finished tip his prize tight lleire be-

fore a big audieuco at Harrisburg. "We
knocked 'em over the ropes in Illinois,"
and the crowd yelled: "Hut I want to see

CULLOM RETIRES, HE

SAYS. WJTHOUT REGRET

Ends His 29 Years In the Senate
a Poorer Man Than When

Ho Entered It.

WELCOMES CHANCE TO QUIT

Sajs He Will Now Go Way Hack
nnd Sit Down, ns They

Say in the Sonp.

WAsntNOTO.v, April 10. Senator Rhelliy
M. Cullom of Illinois will leave Congreas
after nearly fifty years of continuous
service without regret on his own account
or bitterness toward nny man. The
venerable Illinois liepublican will end
tvventy-nin-o yen fa of servlco in tho Senate
a poorer man than when he took his seat
in that body.
