BOILER BLOWUP COSTS $200,000.

Fire Following Lxplosion Destroys
Laomber Plant.

EAstT HarTroRD, Conn., April 12.- An
axplosion in the miil of the Henry Cairns
Lumber Company early to-day set fire to
the plant and before the flames were under
gontrol fifteen houses had been destroyed
with a loss of 200,000,  Many of the ocou-
pants escaped in their night clothes with
only a few garmernts in their arms,

The fire, at its height soon after mid-
:I-u ht, was not under control until day-

ight.

mmediately after the explosion, heard
for a cousiderable distance, the Cairns
building burst into Aames. Severai
structures adjoining ignited at almost
the =ame moment. Then the houses
took rire.

From the dwellings forblocks around,
including two lotels, the occupants ran
to the street in a panic, shouting that
the explosion was an earthquake.

The East Hortford tire | epartment
was unable to cope with the flames, and
a call for help wae sent to Hartford.  Ee-
fora aid arrived the Shutter Hotel, the
Allen House and the warchoure of G, M
White & Son und the adjoining houses
had suffercd extensive damage.

Police reserves as woll as fire apparatus
cama from Hartford. Some really heroic
work wae done by both firemen and
wheemen  Modical aid was  necessary
ar some of the injured and several women
tainted from excitement,

WasHINat1ON, April 12 -The annual
bill for the maintenance of the navy has
been practically completel by the House
Committee on Naval Affairs. The commit-
tee has decided to allow to the navy
$100,700,000 for the year beginning July 1
next, exciusive of “new building.” The
building programme, consisting of cruis-
ers and other ships that will be autharized
in the bill, will come up for a vote Thurs-
day. No provision will be made for new
battleshipe. The majority of the com-
mittee has decided to abide by the de-
cision of the party cauncus which went
on record in opposition to an authoriza-

The bill will provide an appropriation
of $450,000 1o continne wark on the de-
fence, at Pearl Harbor, Hawaii  The
sum of 8400000 will be made available
for wireless telegraph extensions in the
navy. Provigion w'll aleo be made for
4,000 additionul sailors and 2,000 additional
marines in accordance with recommenda-
tions made by the Secretary of the Navy,
