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POTTER IS DEDICATED

It's In the Shapo of One of
City's Largest Tenement

House?.

PRAISE FOR THE PRELATE

Joseph S. AucrbaeJi Tnys a
Tribute to His Power In
Pulpit and Notes Loss.

Relatives and friends of the late Bishop
Potter attended the dedication yesterday
afternoon of a memorial to him in the
form of ono of the city's largest model
tenement houses. The building Is on
East Seventy-nint- h street, just beside the
East River, and was erected largely with
money raised by those present yesterday.
The services wero held in the Assembly
Hall of the Junior League building in
East Soventy-clgh- t street, and consisted
of brief addresses by Dr. E. R. L. Gould,
president of the City and Suburban Homes
Company .which built and owns the house,
und by It. Fulton Cutting, and of a eulogy
on Hishop Potter by Joseph S. Auerbach.
A letter of regret from Bishop Oreer nt
his inability to be present was read by Dr
Gould.

The building was named as a memorial
to Klshop Potter because during his life-

time he took a leading part in the work
of providing comfortable, healthful homes
for the poor of the city. The houso con-
tains apartments for 200 families In hititef
of two, three and lour rooms each. Dr
Gould said that the average salary of
the heads of th ewe families is J15.73 a week.
The buildings are of tho six story,

type and are thoroughly fire-
proof throughout. The exterior Is of
Gothic architecture, and in a recent com-
petition in designs for tenement houses
these took first prir.e,
