Chlef
City Magistrate McAdoo in an interview
vosterday made It clear that as long Ago
as July 30, 1910, the Magistrutes passed
a resolution fhat the Callan law was not

in force Kere. A committec, made up of
Messrs, McAdoo, House, Cornell and
Murphy, decided that the corporation

ordinance and not the Callan law held
here. The ordinance provides for eight
miles an hour as speed in crowdéd dis-
tricts and fifteen miles an hour where
houscs. are 100 feet or more apart.

“We are therefore,” sald
McAdoo yesterday. “operating under an
antiguated ordinance, which, as you see,
deals with the speed of velocipedes, so
far away was the time of {ts enactment.
The highest penalty Is §10 and where the
law mentlons a maximum penalty, the
Judges are very apt in cases which they
deem leas offensive than others of the
same class to cut the fine in half or
lessen Ity amount. If the ordinance pre-
seribed a4 maximum penalty of $100, it
s very unlikely that any Magistrate would
impose & fine of less than $26. As it s
now, a man can drive a car from Central
I'ark to the Battery at #ixty mlles an
hour and the only penalty he would be
subjected to I8 that mentioned in  the
ordinance, namely $10 as a maximum.”

However, Maglstrate O'Connor In Har-
lem court on Wednesday fined & motorist

$20 for speeding thirty miles an hour,
Magistrate McAdoo savs that can be dene
only under the highway law and that

cases of this surt are rare,

“It appeals to some people because the
penalty is =0 low that it gives them
practical immunity in overspeeding.'” ar-
gues the Chief Magistrate.
