ADVANCE IN MARINE BATES.

Will Be Announced Soon, Itesnlt
of Disaster. II la ald.

Chubb Son, marine underwriters,
aid yesterday that although nothing

definite had yet been done ,ln regard
to an advance In marine insurance rates
as a consequence of tho Titanic's total
loss such advances would probably bo
announced soon. The firm said that
standing alone the Titanic disaster might
not have affected the marine Insurance
communities of this port and London
heavily enough to advance rates, but
that coming aa It did on the heels of
a aeries of grave sea accidents Involving
serious property loss as well as loss of
life it must have a considerable effect.
Last year there was an average advance
of 10 per cent. In rates on hulls in our
coastwise trade.

A member of the firm said in regard
to the Insurance of bullion: "Fortunately
there waa no bullion to speak of on the
Titanio and therefore there is not the
same force attached to an advance in
the rate as there would have been had
the contrary been the case. If we had
been Importing several millions of gold
from the other side at the time tho result
would have been an immediate raising
of rates. That has occurred on the Eng-
land to India route In consequence of
the recent loss of the Oceana in the British
Channel with several millions In bullion
aboard. At present the insurance on
bullion to Europe is of I per cent.,
hut I should not lie surprised If the rale
should be advanced after this."

"Everybody learns by experience,"
he said "One thing that I' learned when
the Titanio wpnt down is that the laws
relating to the preservettlon of life are
not adequate. They were based, no

on the assumption that thi great
ocean liners, with their highly developed
system of bulkheads, were unsinkable.
But exerience has taught us that at
present there is no such thing is an

ship. I frankly Admit that I
was among those who were deluded on
this point.

"I have determined to supply all our
vessels with ofuU complement of life-

boats and raft'sirrespecttve of any future
or present' laws on the subject In this
country, England, Holland or any other
nation touched by the lines of the Inter-
national Mercantile Marine. Wo intend
not merely to comply with the law We
shall havo a law of our own, and it will
require moans of safety for every soul
up to the full capacity of every boat.
In the future there will. never be a crisis
on the ocean in which there is not room
for everybody cither in boats or on life
rafts that cannot be capslsed no matter
how rough tho weather."

Mr Ismay was asked later In the after-
noon how it was that, according to sur-
vivors of the Titanio, some of tho life-
boats were provided only with bread and
water and some with no food or drink'
at all Did he know that the British law
stipulated that a certain amount of con-

centrated food and of water must be In
each boat?

"I do, he replied, "and I was Informed
by tho. Titanlo's officers that every boat
waa equiped just aa the law.dlrecte."

He 'was also asked how it come about
that the nunVlier of seamen assigned' to
man tho boats differed, some having sev-
eral men and some only one. His answer
was:

"Each man had his station."
