Gabiriel Hanotaux and his fellow doele-
cates, who brought to this country Rodin's
nronze bust “La France” as a gift of the
i rench people to this country in memory
i Samuel Champlain, were the guests
f honor last night at the Waldorf -Astoria
41 4 banquet given by the Lake Champlain
ve=ociation and the New York and Ver-
mont tercentenary commitiees.  Nation,
state and city united in honoring the dis-
tnguished  Frenchmen, Attorney-(ien-
eral Wickersham welcomed them and
accepted the bust in the name of President
Faft.  Acting Gov. Thomas F. Conway
spoke for the State and Mayor Gaynor
represented the city. Speeches were
made also by Jules J. Jusserand, the
French Ambassador; President Finley
of the City College, Baron d’'Estournelles
i» Constant, M. Hanotaux, John A,
Mead, the Governor of Vermont, and
senator Henry C. Hill,

Ihe walls of the Astor gallery, where
0 Frenchmen and Americans mingled
cheers for the great men who exemplified
more than two centuries of friendship
between Frarce and the United States,
were decorated with the intertwined
flags of the two nations.

The toastmaster was President John H.
Uinley of the City College. At his right
was Jules Jusserand,the French Ambassa-
dor, while Gabriel Hanotaux, ex-Minister
of Foreign Affairs of France and head
of the delegation, was at his left. The
others at the guest table were Attorney-
General George W. Wickersham, Mayor
Gaynor, Gen. Horace Porter, former Am-
bassador to Franoe; Lieut.-Gov. Thomas
F. Conway, John A, Mead, Baron 'd'Fs-
tournelles de Constant, Gen. Lebon,
Brig.-Gen, William Verbeck, N. G. N. Y.;
Lonis Barthou, Robert Bacon, furmer
Ambassador to France; René Bagin,
ternand Cormon, H. Wallace Knapp,
\idal de Lablache, Henry W. Hill, Duc do
Choiseul, M E. Lanel, Dal Piaz, Louis
Plérior, the aviator; Gaston Deschamnps,

same. |Laughter.] Now I shall offer a
libation in the wine of his country to the
memory of that great man who Yaced the
dangers of the savages and of the wilder-
ness for the glory of France.”
As Dr. Finley poured a few drops of
thampagne over the stone the ban-
queters went to their feet and checred
enthusiastically. Then he presented
Attorney-General Wickersham.

I'ne Attorney-General paid tribute
to the explorer as an example of the
‘inest manly qualities, It occurred to
lim as a remarkable thing that the first
man who ever laid before the world the
project of a canal through the Isthmus
of Panama -Champlain--was a French-
man and that the first who ever attempred
to gt the idea into Euaiml application

e Lesseps—was of the same country.
ML FrenchfjAmbassador Jules J. Jug-
serand, followad Mr. Wickersham with a
short address in which he emphasized the
triendship and admiration felt by his
people for America and Americans.

Gov. Mead of Vermont didn't want to
use 1ip any part of a late hour by speech-
making, so he merely bowed when Dr
Finley introduced him. There were calls
hy that time for Mayor Gaynor. Dr.
Finle y introduced the Mayor as “a great
rhilosopher and writer of letters.” .

“1 am sure,” said the Mayor, “1 am quite
willing to say nothing and to write another
letter. [Laughter and applause.] This is
'he third time 1 have greeted the delega-
tion from Franee. Once was at the City
Hall and the other time was at a luncheon
at the Metropolitan Club. And I am very
anxious to hear M, Hanotaux. The com-
ing of these gentlemen will cause us to
think & great deal abour what we owe to
France and 1o the French prople.

“You women," the Mayor added, with
his eyes twinkling, “might well consider
the economy of the woman of France.
She knows her market prices and she
gones to market, [Laughter and a) Plnum.l
I think if some of you will follow her
vxample the cost of living will begin to
come down right away. |(Laughter.|
There never was a time, 1 believe,
when in the hearts of the American people
there was any danger of forgetting what
we owe to France.” [Applause.|

Mr Dawson had won o remarkable repu-
tation asa pacifier in troubled Latin America,
More than omne government! had reason
to be grateful for his efMcient services in
adjusting disputes.

One of Mr Dawson's greatest services
wns the treaty under which the receivership
of customs of Santo Domingo was estab-
lished” He proved especially capable in
Panama, following the separation of that
republic from Colombia. In Nicaragua,
his name was applied to the conventions
nigned by the revolutionary leaders by which
among other things the Nicaraguan Gov-
ernmen' pledged {tself to put the national
finances on & sound basis. In Honduras
he wuas equally capable as an adjuster.

Mr Dawson was born in Hudson, Wis ,
July 50, 1s85. He studied for a time at
Harvard, but was gradusted from Hanover
College, Indiana. He was admitted to the
bar after graduation from the Cincinnati
Law School. In 1882, he established a
newspaper at Fnterprise, Fla, Two years
later he returned to the practice of law in
lowa. For a time he was city editor of
the lowa Daily Register, but in 1801 went
into politics and became Assistant Attorney-
General of lowa, residing meanwhile at
Council Bluffs

In 1807, Mr. Dawson was appointed sec-
retary of the American Legation at Rio de
Janeiro. On April 5, 1900, he was married
to Luise CGuerra Duval, « member of a dis-
tinguished Brazilian family

From Brazil, Mr Dawsiin went to Santo
Domingo as Minister, and three years
later was appointed Minister to Colombla
Two years later, he went to Chile as Minister
and then came to Washington as resident
diplomatic oficer and chiefl of the divisien
of Latin American affairs. In June, 1910
he was sent to Panama to adjust a troubled
situation there, and from Panama went
to Nicaragua as special agent,

In 1011, he was appointed peace commis-
sioner to Honduras, and in June of that
year represented the United States at the
centennial celebration of Veneruelan in-
dependence, Thia winter, following his
return to his post at the State Department,
Mr Dawson was offered the post of Am-
bassador to Brazil, but declined

Stephen Samuel Haight, for maay years
a well known figure along the Bowery,
where he was active in relieving the distress
of unfortunate men and women, died yes-
terday in St, Luke's Hospital of cancer.
He had been il for threé weeks, His home
was at 84, Huchanan atreet, University
Helghts.

Mr. Haight was born in New York on
March 6, 1838. His father, Bamuel Leggert
Haight, came from Chappaqua, N, Y., and
was one of the ploneers hatters in the gity
having & place of business at Park row and
Chamhers street. After attending the pub-
lie sehools of the city young Haight was sent
to the Friends Boarding Bohool in Duchesg
county. leaving there he took up the study
of medicine, but relinquished it because of
deafness. He studied civil engineering
with Thomaa . C'ornell in Chappaqua and
lnter became a member of his firm. Re-
turning to New York he was employed by
the Department of Parks aa a civil engineer
for twenty years. In 1389 he atarted In
husiness for himselfl and continued his work
until & few years ago.

He alwuys had been interested in mission
work among the poor and unforiunate of
the vity. He became a frequent visitor at
the Hadley Rescue Mission and the Rowery
Mission and knew all the habitues of the
indging house district. Many stories are

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NEW PAPAL DELEGATE

Cardinal Farley Will Officiate
at Ceremonial Reception
at the Cathedral.

BISHOPS TO MEET HINM

Archbishop Bonzano Will Reach ;
Here Friday—He Is the |
Fourth to Come Here.

Plans have Leen perfected at Cardinal
Farley's residence for the suitable recep-
tion of Archbishop Giovanni Bongano,
the new papal delegate to the United
States., They include a welcome at the
steamehip pier in Hoboken Ly the con-
sultors and monsignori of the diooess,
a ceremonial reception at St. Patrick's
Cathedral by Caridnal Fariey and the
priesta of the diocese, a dinner at the
Cardinal'sn residence to be attended by
the bishops of the New York archdiocese
and a lay reception at the Catholic Club

Archbishop Bonzano is now on his way
to thie country on the Koenig Albert,
which is expected to dock Friday morn-
ing. The ecclesiaslics in the party to
meet the new delegates will be: Bishop
Thomas F. Cusack. auxiliary of New
York; Vicar-General Michael J. Lavelle,
Mgrs. John Edwards, James J. Flood and
James H. McGean. They are the con-
sultori of the diocese. The twenty mon-
si gnors of the diocose will also be there,
The laity will be represented by Supreme
Court Justice Dowling, Judge Mulqueen,
president of the Catholic Club; Knights
of 8t. Gregory, James Butler, Major John
F. O'Rourke, Eugene A. Philbin, Dr.
Thomas F. McCarlan, George McDonald,
John B. Hasslacher, Thomas M. Muiry
and Thomas H. Kelly. Automobilea will
take the party to Cardinal Farley's resi-
dence,

Cardinal Farley has been out of town
for a few days pust, presiding at the
consecration of the Right Rev. Joseph
H. Conroy as auxiliary Bishop of Ogdens-
burg. The Cardinal will return to-morrow
and will be ready to take part in the cere-
monials of the ecclesiastical welcome to
Archbishop Bonzano.

This will be held in 8t. Patrick's Cathe-
dral at 3:30 o'clock to-morrow afternoon.
In the side aisles of the cathedral will be
2,000 school children who will sing as the
delegate reaches the cathedral doors.
There he will be met by Cardinal Farley
and Mgr. Lavelle. The Jn‘{:nl delegate
will follow the rubrica laid down for the
reception of prelates, and after kissing
the crucifix will be led to a raised throne
in the sanctuary. Mgr. Lavelle will then
read an uddress of welcome, to which
Archbishop Bonzano will probably reply.
Benediction of the Blessed Bacrament,
given by Cardinal Farley, will close this
ceremony.

Saturday has been left vacant in the
calendar of the new delegate's entertain-
ment. It is probably, those in charge of
the weloome said yesterday, that he will
be shown about the city, is this id Mgr.
Bonzano's first visit to this country.
Sunday he will dedicate the Church of the
Most Holy Trinity in West Eighty-second
street.

On Monday the twelve bishops of the
province of which Cardinal Farley, as
archbishop, is the head will be the Cardi-
nal'sfguests at dinner to meet the apos-
tolic delegate. Monday evening a revep-
tion on t afnn of the laity will be held
at the Catholic Club. Archbishop Bonzano
is planning to spend a week or ten days
in New York before going to his residence
in Washington.

Mgr. Giovanni Bonzano, titulararch-
bishop of Mitylene and papal delegate
to the United States, was born at Castel-
letto, in Piedmont, in 1887. He studied
in the Seminary College of 88, Peter and
Paul at Rome and wae ordained in 15800,

After his ordination he was sent to
China. He returned to Rome gix years
later, when he resumed his studies and
obiained the degrees of doctor of theology
and doctor of canon law. He was nexi
appointed Vicar-General of the diocese
of Vigevano, but was soon recalled to
Home and was ar;mimad by Cardinal
Gotti to succeed Mgr. Camessi as rector
of the Urban College.

Threo years ago, afior the earthquake
in Calabria, Sicily. the Pope appointed
him a special delegate 1o investigate and
report on the immediate material needs
of the siricken people. In a few days
he was able to convey a complete account
to the Vatican. Mgr. Bonzano is an
accomplished linguist and speaks English
perfeciy, as well as German, French and
