TWO Sl'JtE TRICKS NEEDED

Rules for the Third Player to
Observe Under the

New Count.

If we pass the dealer's side of
tho table to his partner's we shall find
that the now completely changes
the scheme upon which the third hand's
declarations aro based; because he has
to tuko into account not only the Indl- -
mllnn. nf the condition of tho spade suit
n the dealer's hand, but must stand ready

to disclose his own holding In that par- -
ticular suit, so that the dealer shall know
whether It Is long and ttrong or only
long, or neither.

While the same conditions oxlst for any
position ut the table when a player is
called upon to bid after his partner has
been heard from it will simplify matters
If we confine our attention to the third
hand first, becauso his partner has always
declared himself, and these original calls
by the dealer are, or should be, umong
good players, absolutely reliable.

The case In which the dealer himself
names spado?, either for ono trick and
safety; for two tricks with short strength,
or tor a royal length, have already
been considered. Hut the great mass
of declarations by tho dealer, amounting
to nearly CO per cent., are those In which
he does not mention the spade suit nt
all. nnd these are the ones that require
careful handling by tho third player
under the now count.

According to tho principles already
laid down as n basis If tho dealer declare
one trick In any suit other than spades
he should have at least two sure
,rickH 1,1 ,,ll't sult' or tricks enough out- -

side to make up for whatever lack
ing in the suit itself.

This is not nn nrbitrary rule, Wause,
ns already pointed out, any player is at
lilerty to declare on less or to refuse

declare on so little l!ut the point for
the good player to remember is that if
