Ynchtaman llaa Ofllclntnl In Mnn-

International ('tip llnees.
John Hyslop, the veteran yachtsman,

Is y celebrating his 78th birthday
at his homo In lllvervlow Terrace, Mr.
Hyslop is one of the best known yachts-
men on both sides of the Atlantic and
will receive many congratulatory tele-
grams, Ho Is still as ardent 11 yachts
man as ever, and his yawl, Tern, is now
lilting nut.

Mr. Hyslop was for many years the
measurer of the New York and other
clubs. Ho had that Job for tho New
Vork Yacht Club from 1W till 1002, anil
in that period issued measurement certifi-
cates to many hundred yachts and off-
iciated In flvo International races for the
America's cup. First In 18H7 ho meas-
ured the Volunteer and the Thistle. The
Thistle was the first llrltlsh yacht built
especially to win tho coveted trophy.
Then the two Valkyrle-- i passed under
his tape, The American yachts in those
years were the Vigilant and the Defender.
Tho Valkyrie-Defend- year was an
unpleasant one in the history of cup
racing, as It resulted In charges being
made by Ird Dunravcn against C. Oliver
Iselln anil those on the IJcfender. mid
.Mr. Hyslop's testimony at the investi-
gation was very Important. Then came
iho Shamrocks and the first, two were
measured by Mr. Hyslop, the def ending
yacht each time being the Columbia.

For many years Mr. Hyslott has been
Identified with the Se.iwanhaka-Corin-ihia- n

Yacht Club, ami he has made a
study of measurement rules and the
speed of yachts. He framed the

rule which governed the meas-
urement of all racing yachts for many
years, and when designers wero able
to tiefeat the objects of that rule he framed
another which was tried until the present
rule was,adopted.
