tures ntlrely. In short, the commission
has tried to reform the sport as well as
to regulate It, in spite of stormy pro-
tests from persons who usually cannot
submit tu It gal restrictions.

1 had plenty of experience dur-
ing the das of the llorton law, when fake
fights and crooked decisions resulted In
