Moet of thn Hudson's passengers were
third class and they Ivcatno very much
excited until the pilot headed the wounded
steamship for the shore. At the same
time the towbo.it John Nicholas had put
for the wounded vessel and took her in
tow and with the tug's engines and the
liner's power they docked in quick time,
Tvlth the Hudson sinking by the head
rapidly.

When the Hudson was docked nil her
steerage passengers were taken aboard
the John Nicholas nnd to Kllin Island,
while the cabin passengers were taken
up to the French bine's piers at the foot
of West Forty-fourt- h street Work was
immediately begun on lightering the
liner's cargo to save it from the inrush
of waters and also to lighten the vessel.

Meanwhile the Herwind turned nose
nnd ran for her pier The extent of her
damages was not given out at tho l'orto
Rlcan I.lne offices yesterday.

Tho accident occurred just after the
Hudson had passed through guarantine
nnd was oil Kobbins Href.

Declar-
ing that the t'nltetl States is ncrttlally
intervening in the affairs of Mexico by
permitting the Mexican Federals to form
armed expeditions on American soil to
enter territory controlled by the rebels,
flen Oroco, commander in chief of the
rebels, r tiled n formal protest with
Marion I etcher, merlcan Consul here.

Oroyco declared that the rebels nre
making every effort to protect foreigners
nnd their property, but that they cannot
be held responsible for the preservation
of order or for the protection of foreigners
when the t'nlted States permits the
Madero Government to form military ex-
peditions on American soil to attack nnd
make war upon them. He further asserts
that such, show of favoritism on tho part
of the I'nited States, which rigidly on- -.

forces the law ngainst the exportation of
munitions of wnr for the rebels, is calou-- i
luted to excite tho rebel soldiers to such
an extent that ho cannot guarantee their
neutral attitude toward American cltbens.

In other words, tho protest is considered
a covert threat of the rebel chief against
Americans in Mexico unless the t'nlted
States impartially enforces tho law against
both factions now at war in Mexico.
Oroco in publishing his protest to tho
American Consul calls the attention of his
followers to what he has said, adding
tllllt no loubt the United States will be
amply repaid by Madero In case of his
triumph in the cession of Mexican ter
ritory to the Americans.

Orozco's army continues to concentrate
at Hnchtmda. near Chihuahua, and the
Federals continue to move northtoward
nlm', rpP'""nK llw, hrldges which the
rebels destroyed.
