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REBELS START SOUTH

AS FEDERALS RETIRE

Orozco Loses No Time Seizing
Opportunity to Regain

Lost Ground.

WELL SUPPLIED WITH ARMS

Another Lot of Ammunition Is
Secured From "House Full"

at Border Port.

CntnuAtruA, Mexico, June 5. The
rebels are losing no time in taking advan-
tage of tho temporary retirement of the
Federal army toward the south, and a
large number of men are being sent from
Chihuahua and Bachlmba, where they
have been congregating einoe their re
pulse to-da- y by the Federals at Rellano.

Gen. Orozoo despatched a big force
to-da- y to Santa Rosalia, from whioh
point Qen. Antonio Rojas drove back the
Federal advanoe guard. The rebels,
returning south, are all surprisingly well
equipped with ammunition. It is known
that the ammunition supply had run low,
but the rebels say they have secured
another large supply. Each train ar-

riving from Juarea Is bringing much
ammunition and the rebels say they have
"a house full ' at the border port.

Another detachment of the Juarez
rebel garrison was sent south to Caeas
Grande to take the field against the
Federals who captured San Buenaven-tur- e

yesterday. Another rebel force has
been sent from west of Chihuahua to the
vicinity of Casas Grande toameet the force
collecting In Sonora under Got. May-toren- a.

Qluseppl Garibaldi, who was
rejected by the Federals as their com-
mander on this expedition, is organizing
a command of Amerioan Mexicans In an
endeavor to retake Juarez, the rebel
learn.

Gen. Orozoo has been In conference
hero throughout the day with a delega-
tion of Congressmen from Mexico city
who represent the anti-Made- ro faction
in the Mexican lawmaking body. These
men am trying to see what terms they
can arrange with Orozoo for the end of
the revolution if they can unseat Madero
by legal methods.

Orozoo has been advised that the S.000
oliels he despatched to capture a Mexican

west coast port with a view to using it
to import arms and munitions have
reached a point not far from Ouayamas,
Sonora. and it is believed that Ouayamas
is to be the point of attack. This carries
the OroECo activity to a State where the
Federals were beginning to believe they
had restored order.

The rebels have gained great satisfac-
tion out of the arrest of Pancho Villa by
the Federals for looting. Villa is a former
bandit who was rewarded with an army
colonelcy by Madero for services to him
in tho revolution against Diaz When
Orozco turned rebel Villa, always an
enemy of Orozoo though for a time in
Madero's service under Orozoo's com-
mand, remained a Government man and
was recently made an honorary General
by Madero. Now he is arrested for
looting an American hacienda near Tor-reo- n

during the recent fighting.
.It'ARK7, Mexico, June 5. Jew' Ouintan,

brother of the chauffeur of Alberto Madero,
uncle of the Mexican President, was ar-
reted in Juarez this afternoon as a
Maderista spy. Crui Ortiz, an American
citizen who was arrested in Juarez yes-
terday, has been sent to Chihuahua for
trial as a spy, despite protests to the
releN by American Consul T I) Kdwards
and Kl Paso officials.

The rebela claim that the Madero
Government has 24 i spies on duty in Kl
I'aso, many of them American citi7ens
and say these will be summarily dealt
with If arrested In rebel territory. Those
secret service men swarm about tho
Kl Paso hardwar e stores like flies watch-
ing for arms and ammunition purchases.

Washinoton. June 5. The Mexican
Federal commander Gen. Blanquet has
driven the rebels under Gen. Gampa out
of Loma and is pushing them northward,
according to despatches received at the
State Department to-d- ay from Durango.
