fendant was her husband. When I showed
him the letter ho said there was nothing
to it. 1 realized that my future life would
not be strewn with roses but only a woman
who has loved as 1 have can understand
how strong my affection for my husband
was and how easily 1 fooled and learned
to forget and forgive, It is impossible
to convey to any Judge, no matter ho
learned in the law, strains of the heart
chords when they are being played and
played upon as happened to me at that
time.

The jury declared
tho death an accidental one but advised
that tho two children be sent to the Chi-
ldren's society whilo tho court determines
whether their guardianship was all

Little Kddie Wahonka told the following
story:

"Johnnie and Florry and I went on
a picnic to Van Cortlandt Park a few days
before this thing happened, We, Johnny
and me, found some of those electric
machino things the detonators) and
brought them home. I threw one of
them into my mother's kitchen stove
and suddenly it went 'hang!' I went
to the street and met Johnny, who had
his in his jiocket.and ho built a lire and
threw one of 'em in.

"Little Florry anil some other kids
and girU hung around us and wutched-li- ke

kids do. you know. 1 didn't like the
noise so I beat it to a roof 'cross the street
and then I heard a loud 'hang!' and looked
over and saw poor little Florry running
to his rattier. L,ouis. wno was crossing
tho street. When Florry reached his
father he slammed his hands to his heart
and fell. Gee, I was scared! Hut I came
down and heard that Horry, poor little
kid. was killed.

I then ran awav to Tarrvtown. and
much later kept on to Vonkers. I didn't
dare go home ond I stayed away for ten
days and slept in the fields and nto pine-
apples and things from rubbish heaps
when I got hungry.

CURTIS PLEADS GUILTY.

"f.entlrmati nnralsr" Mar Get Ten
Years for One Brooklyn Ilohlirrr.
Bert Curtis, alias Jossatt, alias Her

bert Lemont, civil engineer and known
ns th "gentleman burglar," who was
recently arrested in Manhattan and
handed over to the authorities In Brook
lyn to answer to an indictment for one
of his' numerous robberies in that bor
ough, yesterday pleaded guilty before
County Judge Diko to burglary in tho
third degree as a second rffendor and
will bo sentenced on Monday.

ine burglary occurred on March
at tho home of Fred Hnnken at 52 First
street and netted Curtis $4,000 worth of
jewelry. Afterjenterlngthis plea of guilty
,urtis nau to luce inreo iresn indict-
ments for the same offence, to all of which
he pleaded not guilty.

Curtis was sent to Klmira Heformatory
as a boy and haa served two terms in
Sing Sing, ono for burglary and one for
shooting a policeman. He had been
out of prison only six months when ho
was nabbed only u few weeks ago whilo
carrying on his thieving exploits. Curtis
lived in n fashionable apartment in Man-
hattan, dressed well, attended tho best
theatres und rode about town in u tour-
ing car When ho was arrested u well
made kit of burglar's tools was found
in his possession and he had in a scfe
deposit vault in Harlem 20,000 worth of
loot.

"Vou must havo been enormously
busy," Judge Dike said to Curtis. "Never
havo wo had such a lino thief In Brook-
lyn. Vou may justly bo classed among
the best burglars in the country. When
you were arrested you had $2(),0U0 worth
of jewelry in your possession, At tho
time of your arrest in Manhattan there
