Voto Will l.i'iivo the Army
Without Any Approprintion

for Next Your.

Washington, Juno 17. Preient Tnft
took a determined Htuutl y ugulnM
epecinl or inserted loKisdntion which
may be. found to bo tinronetittitionnl
an included in the nrmy appropriation
hill that paused both Hoimo utid Senate;.
He rejected the measure and returned
it with bis veto for repnsHiiRe in regular
form. Hy this artlon the President up
holda the stand of hi milltury advisers,
Secretary of War Stlmson and den. Wood,
( hief of htuff, for an efllcient and eco-

nomic military establishment on a mod-
ern and progressive basis.

The action is a decided victory for
Hen. Wood and for military efllcli-nc- y

of officer regardless of age or previous
rank In the service. The President by
his veto prevents the dlsqualitlcation
for the office of Chief of St.ilT of n number
of .generally recognized most efficient
officers in the army (Sens. Wood, Kim-sto- n,

Goethals, Crozier and in fact all
tuff officers.

While it is not the policy of the army
to advance a staff ofllcnr without direct
military experience to be Chief of tjtuff,
the President doe not propose that
Congrecs by it unprecedented inter-
ference shall tie nis hands so as to pre-
vent the possibility of his selecting the
most efficient officer for that post. With

uch legislation once on record it would
pave the way for legislation eliminating
certain officers from Held command,
the selection for which the Constitution
places entirely in the hands of the Presi-
dent as commander in chief of the army
und navy.

"The army of the United States Is far
too vital an institution to the people of
this country to 1m made tho victim of
hasty or imperfect theories of legisla-
tion," siys the President in his scial
messige vetoing tho measure. "As was
pointed out by the chairman of the Senate
Military Committee, it is well known that
the War College and the (Jeneral Staff
have Ix-e- for many months engaged on
a comprehensive plan of army reorganiza-
tion. At the present timo therefore it
is especially inappropriate, in my opinion,
to force upon tho statuto books legisla-
tion enacted without tho usual delibera-
tion and core. I cannot consciously sur-
render the responsibility in shaping such
laws with which I am vested under tho
Constitution. I therefoie return to your
honorable body without my approval
the said bill."

The measure was returned to the House,
in which body It originated.

Tho President's action brings to a
crisis the most bitter light in the. history
of the nation lietwecn Congress and tho
President on questions affecting tho
military. The fight when Iwfore
the opening of the present on tho
fieneral Staff was directed to draw up
lecomniondatious for certain legislation
looking to a rournaniz.it ion of the army
to put it on a more efllcient and economic
lais. Tho economic idea was suppo.-e- d

to be in harmony with the House, butit
developed that liepre-enlatl- Hay,
rhainn.'in of the Milhtary Aflairs Com-

mittee, had ide.is of his own. Nearly all
of them were directly opposite to the
military view and were found to be

similar to those of Major-den- .

It would linn lie nere,.sary for
Congress to continue teniirurtly the
1'j.isiting appropriations or elsn to m.iko
the bill iclrouctivu when it is finally
passed.

Among the reason given by the Presi-
dent for hi.' veto was ibe deilaratioti
that the army approprintion bill con-
tained "a budy of legi-l.iu- which would
subbtaritially reorganize and change the
existing army establishment "

'Hie Presi'li nt Uo mid: The bill
would rentier ineligible alter March I,
IdlH, for service, in the most imortatit
(vositiou in the army the piisent Chief
of Stall and many others of the most
ijlficient officers f the nrmy."

He t,aid that in cum , ot urgency, when
the President and Coiigiess were agreed,
legislation had I ve-- included in appropria-
tion bills. "Hut no condition of urgency
U hero disclosed," added Mr 'I'aft, "nor
run it bo claimed that there Is any reuhon
for attaching the present legislation to
this army appropriation bill."

"Taken as a whole it would be hard to
conceive of a dealer instance of n at-
tempt to force upon the Kjecuttve legis-
lation to be disapproved by him," con-
cluded the President's message. "There
can bo no constitutional defence, to such a
practice."

Representative Huy was quick to take
action in continuation of his fight by
issuing a statement in which he
that the President had made several mis-
statements.

"The nies-ag- e of tho President etoillg
the army appropriation bill is lull ot
inaccurate st.ilenienis und disingenuous
arguments." says Hcpresemativo Hay s
statement "'lli.it tint of it refe-rin- g in
the Panama ( anal is actually misleading
and evidently intended to prejudice the
publio mind against the bill There is
not a provision in the hill which would in
any wise affeet the engineer officers
engaged on the work of tho canal; and
even the President takes care to say
only 'that under a very probable con-
struction of the law it would relievo the
engineer officers. ' nut under no construe
Hon could this be effected, and as the
IYesident would construe the law it is
not probable that he would construe it
so as to injuriously affect the building
of the (anal. It is a l.ict thut none, o?
theso evils as to other corps were thought
of until the provisions as to the qualifica-
tions of ttiu Chief of Staff were nudn part
of the bill

"It may l.e said without fear of contra-
diction that the bill would now be law if it
had not contained the clauses fixing the
qiiauucatloi.H ot mo t tiler or ritalT It
may also be said that l'oncrim has in
a hundred Instances llxed qualifications
of armv officers to hold ert.iln nositlnna
in ine army limning netween the lines
it ran be seen that the President vetoed
this hill bocuusn he wanted to have a
precedent to enable hnn to veto the
legislative bill, which contains a provision
abolishing the Commerce ( ouit. a tri-
bunal discredited and which has no
friends except tho mint, its employees
and himself.

siders! the legislation carefully for several

oeks, to say nothing of the long study
given It by the Mllltaty Cotnmlttco, We
have heard for a long timo about the
reorganization of tho .nrmy to be pro-
posed by the General Stuff, but It has
never materialized and it is not prolwble
that It ever will "

Them was some surprise to-d- when
tho President rejected tho bill, it'lmvlng
been understood that he would prolwihly
ullow It to go for the full ten days until
after the Chicago convention.

THOUSANDS IN MEAT STRIKE.

rittaharar Women lleKln llnrriitt to

Pirrsnt'nn, Pa., June 17. The meat
boycott was inaugurated in Pittsburg to-
day. For tho noxt ten days none of the
thousnndsof women in the Federated Mar-
keting clubs will buy beef. Scores of
Inn c!hs, especially thoso in the resi-
dential districts, linvo closed their shops
and will keep them closed until the ab-

stinence period Is ended.
Thorn was some doubt among tho

butchers this morning as to what impor-
tance the boycott may have, Iiecatlse a
week ago the meat dealers formed a truco
with the women, promising to supply
cheap meats to bo used in coolting demon-strntio-

at the Central Market. Tho
women showed no interest in those cook-
ing lessons.

Mrs, J. S. Flannery, president of the
rederated clubs, was ndvlsed hv Mrs.
Julian Heath of New York to keen tho
Pittsburg women firm in their original pur-
pose and to reject tho compromise sug-
gested by the butchers. This decided the
issue and tho strike stands.

Youth .lust Throurh School
Loses His Life While

in Swimming

William Kader, 20 years old, left his
home at 2073 West Third street. Coney
Island, shortly before noon yesterday and
told his mother he was going to have a
swim and expected to return in nn hour.
When he did not come back Mrs. Kader
liegau to worry and finally went down to
the beach to look for him. She walked
among thoso sitting on the sand and made
inquiries everywhere, but found no trace
of her boy.

Two hours later John Hosen of 77(1 West
lOOtli street, Manhattan, and Nathan
Sodoloff of 130 Suffolk street, Manhattan,
came across Kader's body while they
were swimming about too yards from the
shore. They brought it in and an ainbu
lance was summoned from the Coney
Island Hospital. Hut tho young man was
dead, rhe body waa taken to the Morgue
and Mrs. Kader was not told of her son's
death. Ho was graduated two weeks ago
from a dental school and was spending a
few weeks at home before beginning prac-
tice.

Early last evening Antonio Roff and
Henrv Hickey, life guards atthe Kensing-
ton Baths, Coney Island, heard cries for
help, l hey saw a man struggling in the
water and attempted to launch theirlviat
but could not because th high wind had
whipped the surf into big rollers They
then swam out and brought tho man in
unconscious, lie died lieforo an ambu-
lance arrived.

In his coat in his locker was found a
slip of paper with the name "Fischer"
ami the address "1317 Southern Untile-v.ird- "

on it. Mr Fischer was found at
that address. He said he didn't know the
man, but he did know that his coat had

Stato Wants Testimony of Dr.
Evans, Who Refuses to Come

From New Jersey.

Whitk Plains, June 17. Harry K.
Thaw, slayer of Stanford White, won his
first inning y in his fight for his
release from tho State asylum for Insane
criminals at Matteawan when Dr. Hoy
I. lieak, second assistant physician nt
Alntteawan, testified that the prisoner
is constitutionally inferior but sano.
Dr. Leak wnscalled as a witness by Thaw's
attorney, Clarence J. Shearn He said
lio had been at the asylum since 1011. Ho
had had n number of talks with Thaw to
find out his actual mental condition.
His last examination was on June 16 and
ho made extensive notes of the questions
ho put to Thaw and his answers, which
wcro typewritten and read by the wit-
ness on tho stand,

The hearing, which took place before
Supreme Court Justice Keogh, without
u jury, in the White Plains court Houso,
ut tract a largo crowd. Thaw, wearing
a dark blue suit, walked In court and
greeted his mother. Mrs. Mary Copley
Thaw, with a kiss. Next to her sat Mr.
und Mrs. George Carnegie.

lit the courts! of the day six witnesses
for Thaw were examined by his counsel
and d by W. T. Jerome,
representing the Attorney --dencral'soffl co.
They included onealienist, t wo physicians,
a lawyer, a former Governor and u college
professor. There wero several hurp
tilts between Mr. Shearn and Mr. Jerome.

in asking former Gov. Stono
of Pennsylvania if he knew where Susan
Merrill wus, said that ho had information
that she was Itelng kept away from tho
court and that money had been offered
to her to go abroad.

"Thut is a cowardly assertion and Mr.
Jerome knows it," shouted Mr. Shoaen.
"It simply shows the methods the Stato's
counsel resorts to."

At tho opening of court Mr. Shearn
argued that Thaw should be released on
the return of tho writ because it did not
state that it would be unsafe for him to
be at large.

Justice Keogh quickly disposed of this
by saying to Thaw's chief counsel. "I
will hold that you have tho burden of
proof." and Mr. Shearn said. "Very well.
Then we will get down to business."

Mr. Jerome told tho court that so far
he hud been unable to examine Dr. Ilrit-to- n

F.vans, superintendent of the State
Asylum for tho Insane at Morris Plains,
N J , because he would not come to this
State. He asked that a commission Issue.
He said if necessary the Attorney-Gener-

would ask Gov. Dix to request Gov.
Wilson of New Jersey to see that Dr.
F.vans would give his testimony.

Dr. William A. White, head of the United
States Hospital for the Insane at Wash-
ington, waa the first witness called by
Thaw's, attorneys. Dr. While said that
he had ben Thaw twice sinco his com-
mitment to Matteawan, the. first occasion
being on February 3 of last year.

"When I first saw Thaw,"" said Dr.
White, "I gave him ii general test for
memory and inlellit;enao. I tested him
as to reflexes and his powers of coordina
tion, and I also examined his manner of
walking. I talked to him about his visit
to Furoe. asked him about the art ob-
jects lie had seen and got from him his
opinion of them I also usked him as to
his opinion of dilferent individuals, about
his ideas of his own case and as to what
he would do if he wem freed from the
asylum

Dr White said that ho had 2,t)()0 Insane
patients under his charge. He declared
that Thaw hail a good memory, wok quick
to perceive and his manners were normal.

Mr Shearn linked: "Is Thaw sane or
insane?"

"Mv nninion is that Thaw is sane."
said the witness

On Mr Jerome
brought out that tho witness had tes-
tified at Thaw's murder trial that Thuw
was insane then, but that he now

that Thaw was never insane ut any
time.

At a similar hearing beforo Justice
Mills three years ugo i'haw occupied a
eat closo to his counsel and kept pulling

his sleeve and whispering questions to bo
put to a witness, but to-da- y he sat some
distance from his lawyers and had no
chance to whisper to them

in nis n or Dr. White
Mr Jerome took up the notes of tho ex-
pert and neked him many questions

"I notice l hat Thaw said to you that
lawyers had told him that Mr Jerome had
lieen bribed to keep him in the asvlum.
Did you nsk him whether he liel'ioved
this?

"No."
"And you knew that I was District

Attorney of New York al tlio time Thaw
w.ih tried for murder?"

"Yes."
Former Governor William A Stono of

Pennsylvania told of several talks ho had
with Thaw and said that only yesterday
iney niscusseci paranoia anil pontics in
Thaw's loom in tlio White Plains jail.

"Was ho tpiick of (erceptlon? Mr.
Stone was asked. '

"He was quick to suggest thinirs." Mr.
Stono replied. "I have no hesitancy in
saying Hint his judgment Is excellent. I

discussed tho subject of paranoia with
lliaw, ol which i wiougiil l had a slight
knowledge, but I found him to ! lelter

os led, and he told me some things 1 never
Imow before He told me tho rules and
moans by which to determino what para-
noia is. I found no loss of memory Ho
impressed mo us orfootly rational."

Dr. Louis Fidwm Holden. president of
Wooster University, of Wooster. Ohio,
told of talks he had with Thaw at Mattea-
wan Inst year and said that tho prisoner
always appeared perfectly normal to him.

Dr. Holden swore, it lint in visiting Thaw
ho had been compelled lo talk with him
in a corridor with three crazy men around
him and that when ho objected to Dr.
Il'tker, tho held of the institution, he
leceived no satisfaction and then re-
ported tho matter to tho Governor and
an investigation waa ordered.

Mr. Jeiomn created a litllo sensation
when he asked Dr. Holden if he hod
learned that just before Thuw had been
deprived of tho privilege of seeing visitors
in an anteroom a revolver and fifty-eig-

cartridges had been "injected" Into the
institution. Dr. Holden said he knew
nothing about it.

Dr. H Kniest Hchmldl, an alienist of
White Plains, who testified as an export
at tho hearing in IW, was called to-da- y

as a lay witness by Mr Shoarn Ho said
that Thaw's actions und speech were per-
fectly rational

Dr Leak of the Matteawan asylum, who
was the lai witness culled, said that he
went from the Ogdenshurg asylum to
Matteawan last year and for a timo he
hal charge of the wain in which Thaw was
a patient The witness swore thai he had
never made an extended vuminulion of
Thaw, but hud conversation with him
He talked with him to find out his uciuai
condition Dr Iak sutd that he had
asked Thaw If he had any idea of doing

any harm or violence to any person who
nan injured mm in tnn rast aim ne repueci
in the negative.

"Thaw told mo." continued th" witness,
"that Dr. Raker nntl Dr. I.amb of Mattea-
wan had examined him and told him that
they could tlnd no signs of insanity. I

asked hi in If ho thought he was Insane
and he replied, "Personally I don't think
so, but some doctors seem to think differ-
ent "

Dr LoaI said that Thaw told him that
his treatment at Matteawan differed very
materially from that of other patients
who had committed a similar crime. He
said thut other patients acquitted of homi-
cide on the ground of insanity were re-
leased in a few weeks or transferred to
some other institution, Dr. Icnk swore
that his last conversation with Thaw was
on January 75 last. Thaw told him he
never heard voices, that ho had no visions
and that the stories printed that he had
personally brought about tho reforms at
Matteawan were false.

Mr Shearn then asked Dr. Iak: "How
did Thaw's speech and demeanor, which
you have described, impress you?"

"He impressed me as being rational,"
the witness replied firmly.

On Mr. Jerome
brought nut from Dr. that in his
opinion Thaw is stiffeiing from consti-
tutional Inferiority, but is sane.

"Have you told Dr. HiihsoII, your su-
perior, that Thaw is sane?"

"No." renlled Dr. Iak
Mr. Jeromo said that he could not find

the typewritten report made by Dr. lieak
in tho case book of tho asylum. "Why
is It not there?" Mr. Jerome inquired,

"I gavo Dr. Itussell a copy of It and It
will Ikj placed there," the witness said.

Ho was pardoned Saturday, and when the
formal papers, arrived to-da- y he told
Wat don Ward A. Garnir to give him a
clay or two liccause, as he explained:

"You know I've got to break in another
man how to linndlo those dumpers and
draughts in your furnace."

This tickled the warden, but he had
another chanco to chuckle this afternoon
after Warren hod announced that he was
leaving Thursday.

"Say, warden, I wonder if I might
have permission to take along with me
that oltl cobbler's bench that I used for
thirty years?"

"Why, of course you can, 1 guess that
will lo all right. Undo John," smiled the
warden, watching th pleased light in
tho old man's eyes, and so Warren will
take along the bench ut which he worked
thirty years up to about ten years ago.
He will leave prison Thursday forenoon
with a trunkful of odds and ends which
h has accumulated, including a number
of rusty noils which have some pleasant
associations that he has not divulged.

Warren wiil have accorded
him an honor never won bv another
prisoner at Wethorstleld. He "will lie the
guest at a dinner nt the warden's hous)
and Mrs. Garner, who has liecomo greatly
attached to Warren, will survise the
festivities. Warren's formal pardon ar-
rived at the prison He will sleep
in his cell for tho last timo
night and will Ixi entertained at tho
warden's house Wednesday night previous
to being whisked to Hartford in an auto-
mobile, en routo to Mansfield.

Punni AMnor, N. J., Juno 17. --The
first woek of tho Perth Ainboy strike
epidemic closod v4th less ten-
sion In the air, due largely to the results
of.u meeting of tho strikers of the Ameri-
can .Smelting and Itellning Company at
Pulaski s Hall, North Amboy, in tho
afternoon, at which the men, by a vote
of 201 to l'JI , decided to go I wick to work on
terms laid down by the company guaran
teeing nn average Increase of 15 cents a
day.

rhe vote was not satisfactory to some
of the employees because only about one-thir- d

of the strikers wero nt the meeting
and the voting was continued to
glvn everybody u chanco.

Tho employees of the American Smelt-
ing and Itellning Company concluded
their voting late nnd decided hy
a big majority to accept the company's
offer and cull the strike off.

The strike nt the plant of the. Stand-
ard t'ndcrgrnund Cable Company In
Washington street, where the labor
troubles started, was declared off to-

night nt n conference of the company's
ofllclnhi and representatives of the
strikers, nnd nil bands will resume work
on Wednesday. The girls will receive
nn Increase of ." cents nnd the men nn
Increase of in cents a day. The com-
pany hns about one thousand employees.

Adjt.-Oc- Wilbur F. Sadler, who
to Trenton yesterday Mievlng

thnt the trouble wus all over, was sent for
in a hurry to-da- y after the smeltingcom-pany'- s

men decided in tho morning that
they wouldn't give in to the company.
Iist night ho gave out tho following
statement:

In my opinlo.i the backbone of the strike
hns been broken.

offered their men tulr and liberal terms,
anil I believe the strikers will aciept them.
I will not be surprised If the men are back
to work, happy in their return, by

their efforts in enforcing the law. Ihey
have tried to settle nil differences and have
been very successful.

Thn day was a fairly quiet one in the
strike zone except in the early morning
when u crew of strikers on picket duty
aboard a launch tried to induce a crowd
of strike breakers bound on a tug for
thu American Smelting and Itellning
Company's plant to return to their fami-
lies lhe tug turned a stream of water
of the pickets and the launch retreated
in a uurry.

'I hero was another little disturbance
when a lot of girl strikers failed to induce

Kaiifmann of the 1'erth
Amboy Cigar Company to give in to their
demands, Mr Kaufinaiiu said the com-
pany would move out of town tlrst. home
of the girls tried to throw stones through
the factory windows and a few succeeded.

The company in
its offer of a concession had ngteed 'adv-
ance wages 15 cents a day and givo a
bonus tanging Irtun ):t.Hi to .', a month to
those who worked twenty-fou- r days out of
every month. Thu men said thai they
didn t like the bonus system becuUHO foie;-me- n

found a way of laying off steady men
und furthermore a totnl of twenty-fou- r
working days out of a month waa too big
n strain for any man.
