He de-
clared that the actions of Col. Roosevelt
at this time indicata that he would not
hesitate to attempt the use of the army
and navy to obtain a third term if he
wearn {n power now in the place of Presi-
dent Taft. After the conference Senator
Blair made the following statement:

*Who can doubt that if Theodors
Roosevelt was now in the White House
serving his second term. with his personal
following at the capital, the great mo-
nopolies now supporting him and the
ambitiona and hopes of other men identi-
fied with his success and with the army
and navy under hir direct command he
would renominate and reelect himself to
a third and succending terms? See what
hn is doing as he now {a—a mere private
citizen,

“National conventions by solemn reso-
lutions should declare all persons to have
sorved two terms, ‘either in substance or
in form,' barred from candidacy before
them, and every call for theelection of
delagates to a national convention should
exclude the conaidaration of such persong
in caucuses and primaries as not eligible
to nomination by the convention. Gen
Orant, the military savior of our country
is the only man whose name was ever
considered for a nomination to a third
term, but he failed even when sections]
