GUILT OF TITANIC CAPTAIN.

ny It Isn't Praetlre to Find
Aaalnat fleail Man.

Special cnblf nopalehm in The Sr.v,
London--, Jiuip lu. During the Titanic

hxpiiry to-da- y Lord Mersey, Hie chairman
of tho Wreck Commission, demanded
to know what liners traversed the region
where the Titanic fotinderpd on April
1 1 and tiieir speeds.

The chairman explained that his reason
for making this demand was that lie
wanted to bo able to decide whether
C'apt. Smith of thn Tilnnlo was guilty
of negligence or merely an error of judg
ment. He was Inclined to the latter
opinion since Capt. Bmlih had an ex-

perience of over twenty years. He added
afterwards;

"I am toid that it is not the practice
to find negligence against a dead man."
The admiralty lawyers present when
questioned 011 tlie subject supported this
view, adding that the courts had hitherto
been very reluctant to decide a dead
man guilty and anyhow they did not
know of any such case.

Attorney-Gener- Isaacs intimated that
five sea captains would lie called toteslify
at the request of the White Star com-
pany. He proposed to add another ques-
tion to that of the presiding officer and
it was:

"What vessels had an opportunity to
assist the Titanic and why did not this
assistance reach the Titanic before the
arrival of the Cariwithia?"

LuNimv, June l. Will the Prince of
Wales be legally of ago on June 13, when
he is in, or not? The npwspapprs ure
making a feature of this question, but
with oontrary views. It Is customary for
heirs to the throne to be reckoned of agp
when they are IS, And many newspapers
on this assumption are listing various
privileges which will Automatically accrue
to the Prlnco of Wales on June 23 and
others in 1913. Tlie society journal 7iiii
dubs these ignorant, absurd inventions,
saying no subject attains his majority
nl ti and that tho Prince of Wale will be
legally an infant until 1915.

Among tlie statements printed U one
that the Prince of Wales would be able
lo sit in the House or Lords After June S3,

but Truth maintains that this will be im-

possible until he attains his legal majority
There Is apparently no impossibility, as
(he eldet son of the sovereign, of his
being a born peer of the realm and a
member of the House of Lords, the
minority to tho contrary notwithstanding.
King Edward VII. did not take, his sent
in the House of Ixirds, however, until
he was in hi twenty-secon- d year, and
It Is unlikely that King George's heir will
do so any sooner.

Nevertheless whether he Is legally of
age or not new responsibilities will fall
on the Prince on Sunday. He will

tho Queen as potential regent of the
realm and will come into the vast estates
of the Duchy of Cornwall, the Income from
which in 1811 was $778,000, of which only
$I2S,() went to tho Htato. Ho will also
be entitled to represent the King at stale
functions and attend levees and royal
courls which has never hitherto been done,
and accompany the King on the opening

I of Parliament, occupying a place on his
Majesty V right side.

His social status will become vastly
different. He will be able to entertain his
own friends and accept invitations to
social and Oiher functions. It is not ex-

pected, however, that his manner of life
will be notably changed immediately
and he Is likely to be guided by his parent
to a great extent He will return from
Franc on June 21, but it Is understood
he will return to France to continue til
French education after a short stay

The Prince will probably receive pro-
motions in the navy and army on his
birthday. He will also get a shower of
foreign decorations, It is expected that
he will begin his university career at Ox-

ford in the winter
