One suggestion was that the declaration
of 1808 that the tariff should be equivalent
to the difference in the cost of production
here and abroad be retained. It was
argued by Senator Lippitt of Rhade

He asked that in
place of this wording the plank call for a
tanfl that would “maintain the American
! standard of living.” He was backed up
by Senator Crane. Tha plank as adopted
calls for some port of downward revision
il recommended by a permanent Tariff
| Commission. It is regarded by those
' who have seen it as a fairly aggressive
tariff plank.
