Thin prac-
tice is prohibited by tho rules of the
Houso, but tho rules can bo altered at
nny timo by a majority vote.

The condition which tho United States
Government must faco is likely to provo
embarrassing, but will have no serious
effect except as It inconveniences indi-

viduals. Tho army and navy will con
tinue to perform their duties, Congress
will not long deprive its members of
their salaries. The Federal authority
will be maintained, and as soon as tho
Democratic convention is over the
Representatives and Senators will take
up their work and authorize the expendi-
tures that must be made.

Votes That Count Needed.
Mr. Brtan'8 boast that ho Is tho

mouthpiece of 0,000,000 Domocrats
sounds impressivo until it Is analyzed,
but the fact is that only 1,775,450 votes
of the grand total camo from States in
which ho received a majority of tho
votes cast.

More Ntrletnres on the Methods nd

Nptrlt of the Municipal Courts.
To Ttir. EniTon or Tiik Btrs Sir: The

letters appealing In Hcs calling
attention to tho peculiar condition govern-
ing tho conduct of some of our Magistrates,
courts and the absence from duty of a num-
ber of Municipal Court Judges at political
conventions are extremely pertinent. The
writers should bn commended for bringing
these matters Into tho light so that many
of our people, fortunate as they are la not
being brought Into contact with these In-

stitutions, should nevertheless know of the
abuses and understand how their money
paid In taxes Is being used.

I have hud two experiences in Magistrates'
courts, eaoh time a complainant, and al-

would not have dono, Other morning
papers contain similar comments and
It clear that there Is a general Impression
that tho "cross of cold" speech profoundly
Influenced the rotes of the delegates by the
mere power of oratory. To dispute thl
la .nl,.t.l . fn. nll,l Is

Immutablo as a legend. Nevertheless It
may Interest some of your readers who
were not present at that convention to stnto
tho truth of the matter.

The compelling charm of Mr. Ilryan's
elocution antl tho beauty of the metaphor
with which he closed his speech undoubtedly
excited general admiration not only among
those who shared his monetary views, but
those also who dissented. The other speak-
ers, Kussell, Hill, Vilas and others, lamen-
tably failed because they thought it neces-
sary In that great auditorium to scream In
order to be heard, and thus It became pain-
ful to listen to the unnecessary torture of
the vocal cord.

When Mr. Drran took the platform to
advocate tho silver plank he pitched his
voire In the middle register, spoke with
ease and grace, and the melody of his voice,
at that time unworn by Incessant use,
was in striking and pleasant contrast to the
strained tones of other speakers.

Never before and never since has Mr.
Bryan reached the same height of Impas-
sioned oratory.

Freely conceding this, the fact Is that his
oratory did not changes vote, and thelegend
that the delegates were swept off their feet
by the mere power of words is as untrue as
most legends. Kvery delegate who had gone
to the convention to vote for free- - silver
voted for It, and the lines of the
Oold Democrats remained unbroken. The
speech did not even disarm the opposition
of the Oold Democrats or lessen the

of their opposition.
Nor Is It true that the speech In and by

Itself won for Mr. Hryan his nomination.
It waa a contributing but secondary cause.
The fact is that few In the convention of 1894
believed for one moment that the tlckot that
they were about to nominate could possibly
be elected. The Issue was not the candi-
date but the platform, and the latter repre-
sented the struggle for control between a
radical and a conservative Democracy.

When the struggle for the platform waa
over the Interest in the nominee was exceed-
ingly small. There were two leading candi-
dates, and when through the operation of ths
two-thir- rule It became apparent 'that
neither of these could be nominated, the
convention, to break the deadlock and In
sheer weariness of spirit, selected the young
orator aa the nominee. I'nrgiieetionably
the admiration which his speech inspired
caused him to be selected to end the dead-
lock, but the proxlmnte cause, to use a legal
phrase, was the deadlock between the two
leading candidates, each of whom polled
a considerable vote on the first ballot, with-
out reference to the "cross of gold" speech.

Tho fact 1 that then, as now, politicians
were too hard headed and practical to be
swept away by oratory. Contrary ,io the
general Impression, Mr. Bryan's speech at
yesterday's session of the Haltimore con-
vention probably had moro Influence in
changing the votes of delegates than his
great speech of isoe. In the former case the
Issue was so sharply defined and the prefer-
ences of the delegates, before the conven-
tion commenced, had so completely crys-
tallised that few If any votes were affected.
while In Haltimore the Issue as to the tem-- i
porary chairmanship came with compare-- I
live suddenness, and it I. possible, if not
probable, that the minds of some of the
delegates were open to debate and per-
suasion.

A more serious question which the two
recent conventions suggest Is whether
some practical movement cannot be started
lo supersede the "howling dervish" method
of electing a President. I refer not to lhe
speeches of delegates but to the turbulent
demonstrations of the galleries. The edi- -
torlal comments of Kuropean newspapers
which have been cabled during the last ten
days fairly evidence the contempt with
which other nations regard, and Justlv
regard, the hippodrome method of a I'resl -
dential nomination. Indeed, the aver- -
age circus would be disgraced by the
clumsy artifices used In an American
convention to confer the highest honor In
tho gift of the American people. The
framer of the Constitution sought to avoid
this unwise and unseemly spectacle by their
scheme of an electoral college, that sohemo
being based upon the conclave of Cardinals,
which, as occasion requires, selects a Pope.
Hetween the conclave of Cardinala. meeUng
without gallery or audience and deliberat-
ing with the solemnity of purpose worthy
of so great a task, and the howling mob of
an American convention, there ts, unfortu-
nately, a most painful contrast. While I,
In common with many others, question
whether a direct Tresldentlal primary will
not weaken our institutions, yet auoh a sys-
tem seems preferable to the unseemly spec-tac- lo
