Clarence J, Shenrn, counsel for the
mother of Harry K, Thaw In tho pro-
ceedings now going forward to' deter
mine whether or not the slayer of
Stanford White Is sane, Kent yesterday

which the State' case Is being con
ducted by William Travera Jerome. Ho
said that Mr. Jerome has called no one
as a witness who bus observed Tliuw
during thn lost six yearn nnd Is relying
on alienists who lie alleges arc net in
the opinions i they formed of Thaw's
mental condition when he was on trial
for the shooting.

Hp also sets forth thp character of
certain witnesses who havo been called
nnd requei.tH thnt thn Attorney General
Issue Instructions that will Insure fair
play to the prisoner. The telegram
was:

In the name of fair play and In the
Interest of Justice I protest ngatnst the
huuc which Mr. Jeiome Is making of the
appointment which he obtajned from you
as special counsel to oppose the lelease
of Harry K. Thaw In the pending pro-
ceedings before Justice Keogh. The trial,
which Is supposed to be n Judicial uud
unprejudiced Inquiry Into Thaw's present
ni-n- condition, him, under Mr. Jerome's
management, developed into u vindictive
attack upon Thaw's private character nnd
upon Ids family. The venom and bit-
terness of Mr. Jerome's conduct of the
case ni apparent to every one In or
about the court.

This Is a proud array for the State
of New York to be using In a light against
an alleged insane pel son.

The Immediate cause of my piotest Is a
piece of unpnrilouable bad faith add sharp
practice resorted to vesterday. On Friday
I railed for the production under subpoena
of certain letleia reported to mo to have
been written by Mr. Austin Flint to Mr.
Jerome concerning this case. Mr, Jerome
on the witness stand testified that he had
In hl cuBtody and control atl the papers
in the case of the people against Thaw,
that he bod seurched the papers for such
letters, had found none, and that I might
examine the papers In his office at any
time on Saturday.

At 11 o'clock vesterday morning, having
gone to New York expressly for this pur-
pose, 1 telephoned to Mr. Jerome's assis-
tant, Mr. Lewis, thut I would ! In Mr.
Jerome's ofllce within the next ten minutes
to make the examination, and Mr. Lewis
said all light. A milium later Mr. Lewis
culled me on the telephone arid stated that
Mr. Jeiome was Just leaving his oftleu for
the day and that I could not make the
examination until after the court session
on Monday.
