Mrs. Charter lias talked on soap boxes
mid on carta in the touched arts ot
London .She wild yesterday:

"A New ork crowd of roughs has
every crowd in the world aksolutely heatcn
when it comes to diKUtlnn, distressing,
lilthy behavior to women. 1 am proud
to say that no llritisher, evenathis lowest,
ever showed one-thir- d of the depravity
and kick of decency I tr.w displayed last
Friday nlcht Decent women, bravo
women even the crowd rrl lowed that
flood and bogged for a live minutes
hearins. The reply win u rain of tilth,
a shower of btonea nnd old jassed edged
cms, far worse, was the action of the
men who Mood ner.rost the women. Un-

mentionable indignities were perpetrated.
"Tho police were duly notified and

promised their protection and were con-
spicuous by their absence. I am told that
ill thi particular neighborhood discretion
is distinctly tho belter part of valor for
patrolmen when the electors elect to
amiifo themselves by beating women."

Mrs. Churter said that she deeply ap-

preciated "tho inagnillcvnt conduct" of
the three or four men who eventually
piied themselves through the crowd and
charged the rioters witn broomsticks
to clear a space, issfrjtid tho speakers. She
spoke paiticula ly of a man whose, name
sbe caught as Mason, and said she wished
Mr. Ma-to- would present himself and
reveal his II rut name.

"I want further to sr.y." Mrs. Charter
contlnuul, "that I shall never forget the
bearing and behavior ot the women of
the surrraqf party. Calm In seething
horror of unbridled li'viisc, sane r.nd
womanly in a mad trowd their demeanor
and loumgn made more convens to our
point of view than it we had liecn allowed
to talk for hours. One man in tho crowd
said, 'Those women would lt a credit
to r.nv cvise.' arid he was right.

"Where oi.e woman was haltered hun-
dreds of other women will go, undForty- -
nr- -t strict ar.fl tenth avenue shall listen
to the woman's point of view. That is
what 1 promised when, after an hour's J

battle. 1 dldmul'.e the crowd listen for ten
minute, and they'll find us there right'
t.n thuf corner on some night this week.

"1 was on n bo and Imd ot portunity
to watch the fuces siinounding me. I

i'iw the amused expression fade away
and horror take its place. We went to
tell women that they nnd their interests
needed the protection of the olo, ar.d I

watched them cnu-- u tliut ide-i- . not from
what we could oay, but from what we were
enduring for them: so our time was not
wasted and our bodies were not heiton
in vain. Wo up the hoil that flight
and we go again to plant good teed and
yet again lo gather the harvest of woman's
courage,"

two in number, arrived. I made a further
attempt, to address the crowd, although

Mrs. Chatter then described how tho

Annie Russell will have a now theatre
as tho home of "The Annie Hus.se 1 Old
Comedy Company," which she has formed
to act old English plays from Novomber
11 for nine weeks. This new house,
which will be situated directly opposite
the Maxlne Elliott Theatre, will seat
less than 300 persons and will be the
smallest theatre In New York with the
exception of the Little Thoatre. It will
be provided with a row of twelve boxes.
Miss Hussell will present a repertoire
which Includes, so far 09 It is at present
settled, "She Stoops to Conquer," "Much
Alio About Nothing" and "The ItivnK"
MLm Hussell will give several mat into
performances each week, as one of tho
objects of the enterprise is to provide
pluys suited to juvenile audiences.

Tho Idea of the comany, which has
now lieconie reality, originated nt a
luncheon when a discussion nro' as to
tho difficulty of finding plays suited to
children and the impossibility of making
them acquainted with tho classical bug-lls- h

comedies. Miss Russell, who was
present nt the luncheon, was requested
by the ladies to form a company which
might produce some of the dramas now
so rarely eeon on tho New York stage.
As an evidence of their enthusiasm they
all agreed to take tickets for such nn
engagement on condition that the com-
pany really came Into existence. Miss
Russell was requested to put her ideas
aa to the xilicy of such a theatre in writ-
ing, which she did. This paper was
read in various schools and the plan
appealed so much to tho heads of the
families who teamed of it that there
was no difficulty in finding many sub-
scribers. Interest was not entirely con-
fined to New York, as parties will come
from as remote points as Cleveland, O.,
to attend the lirst performance. The
Shuberts arranged to build for Miss
Russell the Princess Theatre in Thirty-nint- h

street, which will lie devoted for
nine weeks of next season to this scheme.

Associated witii Miss Russell will be
Oswald Yorke, who has had a long experi-
ence with V. It. Benson's productions
of the classical drama in England. Miss
Beatrice Hcrford, who has hitherto leen
known only as a monologlst, will make
her first appearance as an act reus in
this company. ' playing Mrs. Malaprop
in "The Rivals' and .1rs.
