Dr. MiicDonald Is the last
expert to be culleil by the State. On
Friday Mr. Sheam will begin trying to
prove that Thaw is not a paranoiac. He
has three insanity experts who will swear
that Thaw Is not insane now.

"Do you believe paranoia to be in-

curable?" Mr. tleroine asked Dr. Mac-Donal- d.

"I have never heard of a cure."
"Upon what constitutional basis does

paranoia occur?"
"On tho basis of unstable mentality due

to heredity and Influences some time
during early childhood."

"Did you go toMatteuwan recently and
dkl you see Thaw?"

"I went there as one of the commis-
sioners appointed by the State to examine
the institution for the criminal insane and I

to learn If there were any patients in con-

finement who were not Insane."
On April 11. 1011. Dr. MacDonald said,

while he was passing through the ward
where Thawwnsconllned the patient said
to him, "I refuse to be examined by your
commit-tee- Here is a letter 1 would like
to have you present to the committee:"

Mr. Jeromo submitted tho following
question:

"Ijiying aside any testimony of any
liernons other than Thaw liunselt, please
consider only the writings of Thaw which
you have seen and which are m evidence
indorsed, coupled with the testimony
that you have heard Thaw give in this
and other hearings and your observa-
tions of Thaw at his first trial, the hear-
ings lsfore Justice Morsch.iuser and the
hearings at White Plains and vour ob-
servations of him at Miitteawa'n and on
the stand here, are you able to form an
opinion an to tho present sinity orinsanltvof Thaw?"

Dr. MacDonald answered that in his
opinion Thaw is insane ana suffering from
that form of insanity known as fuirunolaand that his relciso from tho asylum
would Ihj dangerous to others.

Dr. MacDonald said that some of tho
Thaw letters contained delusional ideas
but refused to say he thought that thwording of tho letters taken alone, with-
out a knowledge of the history of thocase, showed delusion. Taken witli aknowledge of the history or the case
all were delusional.

"If Thaw Ijelievcd all the things thatwere told him almut While and othorawould that lo deluiional and evidence
of insanity?" usked Mr. Sheam.

"Not standing alone, but taken withthe history ot tho case, it wu-- i delusional "
replied tho witness. '

Dr. MacDonald said that the fact thatThaw had an idea that it was his missionto break up tiie alleged practices of Whiteand when he failed to induce Comstock
and others to act took the matter in hisown hands showed delusion.

When the letter reforring to the sup-
posed death of Kthel Thomas and theaffidavit in Hummers office were reHdMr. Jerome warned .Mr. ishearn that ifthe lutler went into the nffldavit mntturho (Jeromo) would njien up the wholehistory of the case ui that pratieular
connection.

"That will not come out if I have any-
thing to do with it." interposed JusticeKeogh.

Jteterring to certain letters written by

"The statement is faNe. deliberately
false, and he knows il is false when he
makes it." declared Mr. Jerome. "Tholetters did not come from Hartridgo."

Kefore thi' adjournment Jerome asked
uiinmii ii-ki- i ii counsel would sum UI)
at tho finish, apparently expecting anegative reply.

"Jt would be a pleasure to hear von
sir," said tho court. "I will decide "that
matter later, however. I may let you
write somothing, such as a detailed ref-
erence."

The hearing was adjourned until Friday
morning.

Max D. Steuer an counsel for the two

Task Many Deaths.

VA''iiiNotoN. July 3. -- After years of
solicitation on tho part of thn United States
F.cuador has taken prellmlnnry steps
looking lo the Hanltnllon of tho diseaso
Itirestetl tho city of Guayaquil, tho chlnf
port of thn west coast of South America
between Cnllao and Panama. The Gov-

ernment of Kcuador has requested tho
United Slates to lend that country the
services of Col. (lorgas of tho Army Medi-

cal Corps or somo of his assistants who
have won a wido reputation In cloonlnR
Up tho Canal one.

It Is most probable tho request will be
granted, It cannot be dono, liowover,
until certain formalities nro complied
with, owing torestrictlons upon the use of
army officers in servico other than that
of the Uniti-- States. Authority of Con-

gress must 1)0 granted for the necessary
officers to take leave of nbcnce and enter
into tho service of Ecuador and receive
pay from that Government. A resolu-
tion providing this authority probably
will bo introduced in Congress us soon as
it is decided at tho War lVartment what
oflloers nro available for tho work at
Guayaquil.

All that tho Fcuadoriati Government
now pliuis is a sanitary survey of tho city
and harbor and tho compilation of esti-
mates as to tho work necessary to rid
Guayaquil of its numerous contagious
diseases and mako it habitable for for-

eigners Guayaquil for years has been
known as the most dangerous port of tho
Western Hemisphere and has liecn conse-
quently a serious mrnace to shipping

Yellow fever, tvphoid fever, smallpox
and even plague are almost always pres-
ent In Guayaquil. Ships coming from
Guayaquil are regarded with suspicion
whereevcr they touch and are universally
subjected to the most rigorous inspection.

Army medical officers on the Canal ono
have boon especially watchful of shipping
coming from Guayaquil. Tho assertion
is made by them that unless Guayaquil
is cleaned up the owning of Iho
Panama Ciuuil Iho shlppuig of Iho world
would be greatly endangered if vessels
from F.cuador ports wero ierniittd to
pass through the canal.

Attention was concent rat ed upon con-
ditions at Guayaquil last January, when
('apt. Levi C. Hertoletto. commanding
tho United States gunboat Yorktown,
contracted yellow fever at that port and
died there a few days later. Several
men on his ship likewise died at Guaya-
quil of the same disease. Previously
an officer ot the Health and Marino Hos-
pital force met death at Otmyuquil under
similar circumstances, while tno wholo
world remembers that Thomas Nnst
met his death as consul there,

At the time of Capt. Bertolette's death
the intolerable conditions allowed to
prevail at Guayaquil wore told of in Tiik
Sc.v. loiter the State Department made
known its views in the matter and a
campaign or publicity resulted which
called attention to the situation.
