MERSEY'S TITANIC REPORT.

nraft la In Accord With Predlrtlna
of l.rnlrnrr for Umar.

Jfeii Ctfilt riif to Tut Srx.
tiNPos--, July fl - Lord Mersey sub-

mitted y to the five assessors sitting
in adjunct with him a draft of his report
upon the loj. of the Titanic. In ton days
the report will be made formally J.
Bruce Imay. managing director of the
White Star I.ln- -. i commended In the
report for hi ork in the rescue of the
Titanle's pawnger Lord Mersey did
no? pa upon th Sir Cosmo Duff Gordon
incident However, the report doe con-
tain reference to Symons.the eeaman who
testified in Washington and here of ig-

noring appeal from the pasengers who
were struggling in the water

The speed at which the Titanic was go-
ing the report states, was thedirect caue
of the accident Capt. Smith is declared
to have lv-e- n following the pred st by
other navigators, but the report ays that
he might have slowed down hi engines
and made two to three knots less The
report contains no judgment on Lord,
the captain of the Californian, which was
within five or ten miles of the Titanic.
Lord's case may be submitted to another
court. "

It i the belief of the court that a greater
ntimbr of the passengers might have
been aved if the crew of the Titanic
had been better organized and trained
and that the conduct of the officers of
the Titanic is open to censure in that
they did not fill the lifeboat to capacity.
Neither owners nor designers are open to
criticism, says the report, for the Titanic
left port a seaworthy ship.

The Board of Trade is censured for its
old time lifeboat regulation. The report
goe on to ay that lookout men should
be rationed a the stemhead a well as
the crow's r.et and that searchlights are
not practicable. The report favor a uni-

versal adoption of Marconi apparatus
with operators constantly on duty. No
reference is made to the Carpathia or to
the selling of ftcries by the wireless
operator

Lord Mersey's view are pnken of here
a. severely unemotional, showing how a
properly con-titut- ed judicial mind can
detach itself from th human side of a
calamity that harrowed the world.

CONDITIONS IN LAWRENCE.

Vnsaultarr Homes and .Mranre
Waves for Mill Workers.

Washington-- . July - The Senate this
afternoon ordered printed as a public
doounvnt a bitter arraignment of labor
conditions at Maa.. in the
firm of an official report by Federal
lihor BurVau agents who investigated
tb reasons for last winter's textile strike

The text of the report will not b made
public until it comes from the printing
office, but some of its features are a sweep
ing condemnation of the homes for em-
ployees and the meagre pay given opera-
tives by the milt owners. The a ports
estimated that the averag" wage given
Il.Co employees during one week last
year, selected at random, was J 7. which
was declared to tie entirely insufficient for
the support of a family. Child labor
was a natural outgrowth, the report says,
of such a condition, where the head of the
family was forced to add to his income by
securing work for his childtvn

The labor bureau's investigators found
unsanitary. Ill entilat"d and squalid liv-
ing quarters furnished for the mill workers,
many of them constructed "under en-
tirely inadequate building regulations
tint constantly menaced life "

Senator l'olndexter intimated that he
ron would addres- - the Senate on the

report's conclusions No recommenda-
tion were made, the bureau aiming
merely to present facts.

NOT LOOKING FOR LUHNOW.

.MiRiilnr Publisher's l.awer Says
He's In Berlin on tlaalnrss.

A report of the alleged myterlous
disappearance of Christian A. I.uhnow.
publisher of TVuif Compniiri, a maga-
zine devoted to banking Interests,
brought from Frank C McKlnney yes-

terday the statement that Mr I.uh-now- 's

decision to leave the city was
known, as are his pref:' whereabouts
Mr. McKlnney k of the law firm of
Coulter. Bond A McKlnney and Is the
legal editor of the magaziiv published
by Mr. Luhnow.

"Mr Luhnow left town on June 11."
said Mr. McKlnney. "The day before
he had luncheon with me and Informed
me that he was leaving on a business
trip. He requested me to take charge
of the July number of the magaalne.
A few da8 ago he sent a letter to his
office at 15 William street. It was
postmarked Berlin and I know he Is
now travelling In Germany.

"Mrs. Luhnow Is in Denver or Boul-
der. Col., with her son. who is not
well, and for whom the climate of the
West was advised by his physician.
A short time before he left for Europe
Mr Luhnow went to Colorado and
visited them.

"There is no mystery In the ah-- 1

sence of Mr I.uhnow He Is in touch
with his business affairs, and after his
leaving sent In the editorial matter for
the July number of Trust Campinirt."

The report of the editor's disappear-
ance had It that Mr. Luhnow told a
maid at his home In Montclalr to dis-
charge all the servants and to deliver
the keys of the house to him. and that
he left his office without giving any
Intimation of an Intention to go on a
business trip. It was also reported that
Mrs. Luhnow had sent to her husband's
lawyers In this city a request that a
search for Mr. Luhnow be Instituted
and that no effort be spared to locate
him. The publisher Is reported to bo
wealthy and Mr. McKlnney described
him yrxfrday ns an exceptionally able
business man.

GOVERNMENT TAKES HAND

Costa Rica Forbids Interference
With Traffic Strike

Complication.

Rt.vosroN. Jamaica, June 30- .- The
war In Costa Rica lietween the United

and Atlantic Kruit companies wages
merrily. The former company, which
has had a monopoly of the republic's ba-

nana trade for years past, is using every
effort, even to n show of armed forcv,
to keep its younger rival out.

A fortnight ago the Atlantic started
to buy fruit, whereupon the United,
which owns the Northern Railway,
promptly seized all the fruit put out
along the line for transporatlon to Union
and by armed force prevented tho A-
tlantic securing any banana at all.

Affairs quickly asumed a serious as-

pect, and the Governor of Limon reported
to Preldent Jiminrz as follows;

It is mv painful duty to Inform you
that I have received informa'lon yeter-da- y

to the effect that employees of the
United Fruit Company and the Cot.i Rica
Railway Company, supported by their
chief, are obstructing person selling
their fruit to tho Atlantic Kruit Company

"At the present moment employee
of the Costa Rica Railway and U K

Company, according to information
given me by a sergeant of polic- - are
obstmcting people carrying fruit on their
shoulders to the metallic wharf (for the
steamer Prinr. Joachim, moored along-

side! sold to the Atlantic Company 1 hac
chen orders to arrest and conduct to
quartel any and every person who im-

ped the carriers in conveying the fruit
to the side of the ship

"I await your orders in this respect
and in hope of your approbation of my
action."

President Jiminez re lied 1 y telegraph
as follows

"1 ap rove of your conduct in rspec:
to the metallic whtrf I can hardly
credit th" information that the chief
officials of the Costi Rican Railway and
United Fruit Company are aiding their
inferior employees in tho way you report
to me. but if the Atlantic Fruit ' omiviny
indicates, the places where obstructions
are being placed to impede the delivery
of fruit on the railway line, by roid or
public thoroughfares leading to the point
of deliver-- , or by lar. us by these
deliverers, you will send to each and every
locality a policeman where these illeg.il
obstructions are being carried out and
arrest those concerned

The commander of th port reported

conflict between the Atlantic and V F.
Companies.

"I have issued order to redouble the
vigilance in acting in a prudent manner
to prevent a disturbance of the public
peace.

"I shall act with energy in case I find it
necessary, but need your insructions. "

To this the I'resident replied:
"Your action has my entire approba-

tion; you will use all the force at your
command to maintain the free trattlc. as
the Government guarantees to all re-

siding In the republic In obtaining all
the fruit acquired by their honest labor."

Last week the United Fruit Company
applied to Preyldent Jlmlnez for .soldiers
to protect Its farm, and a detachment
of 200 armed men was sent them for
the purpose of watching over all
farmers having contracts with the com-
pany, so that none of the fruit can be
passed over to the Atlantic. The United
Is also said to be shipping all the
laborers out of Limon so as to create
a labor shortage tn the port nnd pre-
vent the Atlantic getting stevedores to
load their ships. One result of this has
been that the laborers on the wharves
have struck for more pay. The United
also is fencing In the Northern Rail-
way with a view to blocking all the
roads by which fruit Is brought for
shipment.

The Atlantic promptly complrmed to
the Government, which has ruled that
the railway cannot prevent pedestrian
traffic for Industrial purposes along or
across their tracks, and where a path-
way has been permitted for over a vcar
such a pathway cannot be obstructed
but becomes a public highway.

The Costa Uican newspapers am
Ironically suggesting that the United
Fruit Company should next try to seize
the Government.

In spite of all drawbacks, howuvcr.
the Atlantic was able to ship some
fruit last week on the Prlnz Joachim.

If ti e
usual scheme were followed out, at.)
stranger having a few minutes accti..
to the machine might copy the sccict
code with absolute accuracy and thus
destroy the utility of the device.

Tho companies nr charging a much
higher price for the cipher machine
than for the ordinary one. as they say
they can only use employees of approved
trust in the manufacture of the key-
boards and type faces, and the dies for
tho typa have to be. specially cut and
usually must ho turned over to the buyer
along with the machine.

An additional rxpenso involved tn
the possession of a cipher typewriter
is the necessity of having a specially
trained operator. Generally, it is said,
it i.s found better to have an
typist leant the cipher machines and
use no other, as an operator writing th
ordinary alphabet Is very apt to relapse,
into it in the middle of a cipher despatch
through absentmlndednetj or fore of
habit, thus destroying the legibility of
the product.
