Collision.

In (lie shallow of the Titanic disaster
the collision between tho Kb II lliver
stenmbont Comnionwealth and tho
battleship New llampsliirooff Newport
on Sunday morning impresses many
people as a narrow eseac from another
great saerilleo of life. That view of
the case is not well founded. The
accident took place after daylight in
waters where there was a great ileal of
shipping, and help would have come
promptly from every side, particularly
from the well disciplined crowsof war-
ships, if the Commonwealth had been
found tn.be sinking after tho crash with
the Now Hampshire.

Nevertheless the investigations by
the Hoard of Steamboat Inspectors and
the Navy Department, should bo just
as painstaking, thorough and tinspar-- 1

ing as if there had been a long death
list. The fact ought to be recognized
that navigation on the Sound waters
anil in Narragansett Hay may bo at-

tended with considerable risk during
dense fogs. The Use of searchlights,
the sounding of whistles, tin adequate
number of lifeboats and liferafts and a
moderate rate of speed ought to bo
inisted upon. If the New Hampshire
was nt fault in not being nt the right
anchorage or in not displaying the
proper lights the facts should be
brought out. If the Commonwealth was
proceeding at too high a rnto of speed
under the rtiting weather conditions
there should be no hesitation in spread'
trig it iiM)n the record. The question
of whit is a safe rate of speed for a
S.ntnd "liner" in a dcnc fog should be
determined.

The Commonwealth, by the way, Inn
been in collts on before and in an early
morning fog. On September 27, 190S,

she ran down and sank the Norwegian
tramp steamship Volund near Race
Hock, All on board the Volund were
shvimI with the help of sailors of the
navy, who were on their way to Wash
ington and who manned the Common- -'

wealth's boats, and there were no casu- -

allies on the Sound steamship. The
Volund, according to Captain Snuorr,
was groping along through the fog at
the rate of three knots, and he declared
that the Commonwealth was making
thirteen knots. In tho collision off
Newport on Sunday morning the Corn-- .
monweallh, it is said, was proceeding
at a speed of twelve knots. This is prob
ably an excessive estimate, for it is to
Ik; presumed that knowing that war-
ships were in his vicinity Captain W.
H. Aitllhy was taking no unnecessary
risks. Hut it is a question particularly
to be inquired into.

To the landsman it scorns imperative
that no passenger steamship in a thick
fog on Narragansett Bay, or off Now
poit.sltou d maintain more than enough
speed for perfect control of the vessel
In the case of a steamship nearlv .VX

leel long it is obvious that the rate must
lie higher than when a ship of small
tonnage like i he Volund is feeling her
vay lltiough the fog, It would be we
for the Hoard of Steamboat Inspectors
to establish a staiidatd for Sound waters,
on which die i rathe is never light, even
in tho thickest weather
