A policeman is #till on guard in the
Lig room that runs the entire lengih of
the second floor of Herman Rosenthal's
house, at 104 Weat Forty-fifth  street,
the room which the police say Rosenthal
vaed for gambling and in which uniformed
officers from the West Forty-seventh
sireet staticn, who relieve each other
every oight hours, have heen stationed
night and day since Rosenthal was raided
three months ago to-morrow,

Rosenthal's method of trying to get
rid of the night and day pelice surveil-
lance in his house, a method unique
among gamblers, by asking for warrants
on a charge of police persecution against
Inspector Cornelius Hayes and Capt.
William Day of the West Forty-seventh
street station failed yesterday

Rosenthal and his lawyer. Joreph
Resenback, appeared before Magistrate
Butis in the West Side Court yesterday
forenoon and asked for the warrants,
but the Magistrate deniad the request.

“lI have given careful consideration
to the application,” said Magistrate
Butte, “but to me it seems that there is
not sufficient evidence presented here
10 justify issuing the warants. 1 may
give you the warrants. however, if you
present enough additional facts,”

Lawye* Rosenback =aid after leaving
the court 1oom that he will file another
affidavit for his client to-morrow, in which
there will be detailed some conversations
said to have been held in which Rosenthal
cla‘ms that the inspector and the captain
boasted that they were responsible for the
police guard i : the Forty-fifth street resi-
dence. and that the officers would not be
withdrawn until Inspec or Hayes and

JusticeGaynor's opinion
then was that if the policemen “had a

earch warrant it was their duty to make
the search expeditiously and go,” and in
the Brooklyn case Justice Gaynor decided
that the presence of the police “made out
the crime of oppression as charged.”

Around 1he Tenderloin vesterday thae
story ran that Rosenthal's present troubles
are all due to the enmity of a well known
gambler who is friendly with a police nffi-
cer, and got one of the officer's men into
Rosenthal's place to obtain evidence and
has been poundcing at him ever since.
Rosenthal. however maintains that the
raid on his place and the present surveil-
lance are the result of the pique of a police
official of lower rank than captain, who
had been a partner of Rosenthal in the
gambling house to the extent of 20 per
vent of the profits Rosenthal savs he
and his policeman partner had a falling
out and that now the official is trving to
qet even.

“l know Rosenthal and have had a dinner
with him.” the policeman said when told
of Rosonthal's charges.  “But | never had
any interest in his gambling house, Ro-
senthal was raided on April 18 because we
had the goods on him Mficers have been
stationed there night and day since to see
that he doesn’t start up again, that's all.”

The men killed were Joseph Woehmeyer,
28, of 324 East Twelfth street, and Alfred
F. Patned. 30, of 24 East Court street, the
former being shot through the heart and
the latter through the abdomen.

Fitzwater confessed to the double
killing, stating that he was attacked by
three men, knocked down and had to
shoot to save himself. He said he had
been attacked almost daily by strikers
since accepting a position in the shop
severnl weeks ago. His wife died three
months ago and his baby on Thursday
of this week

He said he was compelled to remain at
work because of the expense attending
these bereavements. The shooting was
in the presenca of several hundred factory
employees

Japanese Admiral Reviews the!
Battle of Tsushima |
Ntraits, t

TOGO ANXIOUS FOR A TIME

Feared Rojestvensky Might Not
Sail Into Trap Laid
for Him.

Toxio, June 1.--The Japanese cele-
bration of the anniversary of the battle
in which the Russlan fleet was practi-
cally annihllated In the BStraits of
Tsushima was marked this yvear by the
publication In magazines and news-
papers of a flood of articlea deallng with
the naval history of Japan. These were
read to school children on the day of the
celebration.

Among the lot one of the most notable
was an article by Admiral Kamimura,
whose fallure to sink the Viadivostok
squadron caused him to be Iin disfavor
in his own country for many months,
An he says himself the discontent and
criticlsm caused by his fallure deprived
him and his crews of all interest in
life. When the prospect of meeting
Rojestvensky's ships was offered to
them he saye:

“Fwvery one on board our ships was
longing to fire into the enemy. Every
sallor had graven on his heart the
determination to fight till the last hos-
tile veasel had gone down. It was this
sentiment which led to the brave deeds
that won the applause of friend and
foe allke and made the second squadron
conspicuous for its acts in the great
battle.”

The Admiral describes the battle of
the Japan Sea. an the Japanere call It,
not as a struggle between Rusela and
Japan merely, but as one of the greatest
sea battles of the world. *“Nowhere,
he says, “is there to be discovered In
history so great a battle as this or so
overwhelming a defeat.”

It appears that after the Russian
ships salled from Anam the Japanese
lost trace of them. Togo's scouts were
completely at fault and it was only
through a blunder of Rojestvensky that
they again picked up his fleet.

The Russian Admiral had been ham-
pered from the time when he left Rus-
sia by the mlowness of his vessels and
as he approached the theatre of war he
detached one of hils transports, which
was hopelessiy Impeding him, with
orders to take whelter at Shanghal. The
Japanese cruiser Shinano got wind of
this movement and speedily located the
left wing of the Muscovite armada.
Dashing north she picked up the Izumy
by wirelesa and that ship from that
time forward hung day and night upon
the enemy's flank, Kkeeping Admiral
Togo constantly Informed as to the
enemy's locatlon and movementa.

Togo had been anxlous lest the Rus-
sians should adopt a different course
from that which he had figured on when
he took up his post at the entrance to
the Corean Straits, and it was a great
rellef to him and his officers when the
news of the Russian advance in his
direction was communicated.

Kamimura gives a graphic descrip-
tion of what took place on board his
own ships when the hostlle fleets came
into contact. He says:

“When our men first caught slght of
the enemy’s thirty-eight vessels they
were one and all overjoyed, thelr nerves
tingled, and they were almost bursting
with rage. They were impatient to show
the skill of a Japanese,

“Those of the second squadron under
my command had, however, a feeling
quite different from the others. We
thought neither of victory nor defeat.
We had made up our minds to make the
Sea of Japan our graves. We had not
the least thought of gold, power, or even J
of tame. We had crossed over to the
realms of self-forgetfulness.

“When our fleet came into touch with
the enemy Admiral Togo issued the fol-
lowing order: '‘The rise or ruin of the
empire depends on this one battle; let
every one display his enthusiasm and
energy.' "

While expressing deep sympathy with
“the brave Rojeatvensky,” the Japanese
Admiral does not refrain from unspar-
{ng criticism of the false strategy which
preceded and, as he thinks, led directly
to the Ruesian disaster. These are the'
comments he makes:

“The conduct of the Russian Admiral
from the time he set out Is hard to ex-
plain. Why did he not hasten to the
cas: before our vessels had had time to
refit after the earlier battles? Why did
he linger in the inhospitable waters of
Madagascar? Of course the explanation
was that he waited for his third rquad-
ron, the vessals of which were old and
slow and hampered his movements.

“What he ought tn have done was to
select hls awiftest and strongest ships
and then make a dash for Viadivostok.
The third squadron bound him hand and
foot,

“His passage into the Yellow Sea
without our knowledge must forever
stand to his credit, but why did he then
disclose his plans by sending his trans-
port into Bhanghali? Why dld he not
overhaul with his fast scouts the slow
SBhinano? Why did he not use his wire-
lems to intercept our messages?

“The fact I8 that he did not expect our
fleet to walt for him In the Corean
Straits, and he did not give our navy
credit and foresight, and this resulted
in his utter ruln.”
