show that had the Cornell eight
held the pace hi tho last mile It averaged
In the Hist three It would have smashad
the rceo id for the courso by about
eighteen seconds.

A man on tho idcwanls boat who had
a watch 011 the leading crew all the way
down from Kium Kllsiw said the Cornell
eight took 6 minutes seconds to row
the last mile. It had rowed the first
three miles In 13 minutes S! 6 seconds.
The average time for the three miles
was 4 minutes 3S4-- 5 seconds. Had they
maintained that pace they would have
finished In 18 minutes 35 15 seconds, 18
teconds under the record made by tho
Cornell crew In 1001.

Columbia likewise wns under record
figures nt tho three mile mark, but rowed
the Inst mile In about ii minutes SI
seconds, showing thnt the New York cretf
was even more done up than the
Ithacans by the battle that lasted three
mites. Columbia nverngrd 4 minutes
42 5 seconds for the llrst three mllc
mid If It had been able to keep up that
speed would have finished In 18 minutes
4 5 seconds.

The Wisconsin crew, which caught and
passtd Columbia tit the three nnd one-ha- lf

mile mark, was approximately
23 seconds behind Cornell at the
bridge and In that last mile gained
more than 11 seconds on the Cornell
boat. The lladgeiH' third and fourth
miles were mcasureably faster thun their
first nnd second, the third being their
fastest of all. They seemed to have mole
left at the beginning of tho fourth mile
thin either Cornell or Columbia. Their
time for the mile showed that.

There Is reason to llgure that had
Cornell's men been equal to the strain,
after beating oil Columbia, they could
have lowed the last mile ns fust If not
faster than they did the llrst three. In
heating Vale Harvaid uverag.d 6 minutes
24 3 seionds for the tlrst three miles,
and .Mill did the fourth In fj minutes
29 tv seconds, the fourth mile being
fnMer thun the second and only a few
(econds slower than the third. Yale did
the ft ii r til mile In 5 minutes 3fi seconds,
us against f minutes 30 seconds for the
third mile and & mnlutes 40 seconds for
the second. On the basis of this com-
parison Cornell should hnve done Its last
mile In only a trifle over the average,
time for the three miles and still would
have been well within the record. The.
same holds true of Columbia also.
